6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Remove the EN and add the description to the section  8.3.1.5 
8.3.1.5 Receiving Disposition Notification

When failing to deliver a CPM Message, the CPM Participating Function SHALL generate a disposition notification for a negative-delivery according to the rules and procedures of [RFC5438], if the originating CPM Client has requested a “negative-delivery” notification.

When receiving a SIP MESSAGE for a delivery notification or a read report from terminating network, the CPM Participating Function SHALL check the Request-URI header of the message and the availability of the user,

a. If there is a GRUU in the header and the corresponding CPM Client is available, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send the message via the SIP/IP Core towards the CPM Client.
b. If there is a GRUU in the header and the corresponding CPM Client is not available, the CPM Participating Function SHALL put the message in the deferred messages queue and SHALL wait the expected CPM Client to be available and SHALL respond with a SIP 202 OK response.
c. If no GRUU exists and no CPM Client of the user is available, the CPM Participating Function SHALL put the message in the deferred messages queue and SHALL wait for the user to be available and SHALL respond with a SIP 202 OK response.
d. If no  GRUU exists at least one CPM Client of the user is available, the CPM Participating Function;

i. SHALL duplicate the message for each available CPM Client;

ii. SHALL set Request-URI in each message to each selected CPM Client’s public GRUU obtained in the registration NOTIFY request as specified in the section 8.1.3 “Handling Registration Event Information”;

iii. SHALL send the message via the SIP/IP Core towards each of the user’s CPM Clients.

Upon receiving the first SIP 2xx final response from one of the CPM Clients, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send the SIP final response along the signalling path according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261]; Any further 2xx, 3xx or error SIP final responses received from other CPM Clients SHALL NOT be sent.
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
