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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the Consistency Review Comments # A002. It proposes to streamline the use of “CPM Service”, “CPM service” and “CPM-based Service” throughout the enabler package. The proposal follows the comments received during the discussion on the same subject in the CPM May 2009 meeting in Naperville and the CPM June 2009 meeting in Boston. Section 5 below provides more detailed explanations of the reason for inconsistency and provides recommendations for changes.

5 Recommendation

Per discussion presented in OMA-MWG-CPM-2009-0226-INP_CPM_service.ppt, in several places of the CPM RD, AD and SD documents, the “CPM Service“ clause is used interchangeably with “CPM service“ without offering any definition or explanation for the use of capitalized word for Service. A proposal to fix the misalignment resulted in the following action:
· A011: Moh/Alcatel-Lucent to provide CR related to the definition of CPM Service and how they relate to other CPM-based Services and associated service identifiers
OMA-MWG-CPM-2009-0280-CR_SD_CPM_Service_A011.doc was prepared to close this action by first raising the following questions: 

· Is there any difference between the meaning of “the CPM Service” and “a CPM service”?

·  What is the difference between a “CPM-based service” and a “CPM service”? 

The issue with the use of “CPM Service” as opposed to “CPM service” is that the CPM enabler does not exclusively enable offering of one proper kind of “Service” unlike PoC, IM or MMS enablers. CPM enables offering of multiple services and supports offering of many other services, which could be dubbed as “CPM-based services.” 

In this CR, the following paragraphs are proposed for describing the two notions of “CPM services” and “CPM-based services” and not defining them as proper nouns:

CPM service: A communication service enabled directly by the CPM Enabler for offering Messaging, Conversation and File Transfer services. The common thread among all these is the use of IP-based technology. A CPM service is identified by a CPM Service Identifier.
CPM-based service: A service offering enabled directly by a non-CPM service enabler but using one or more CPM enabler’s functionalities. A CPM-based service is identified by a different service identifier than that of the CPM service.

These proposed descriptions seem to fit well with the notion of CPM and CPM-based services used in various CPM TS documents now that they have been drafted, and the detailed nature of the services that CPM Enabler can support is well understood. Furthermore, all services supported and enabled by the CPM Enabler are multi-media communication services such as messaging, conversation, conferencing, file transfer in multi-device environment and they can be generically named as either “CPM services” or “CPM-based services.” Therefore, it is proposed that no such a notion as a single and properly known “CPM Service” or “CPM-based Service” be used throughout the CPM Enabler package.
It is recommended to universally de-capitalized the word “Service” in all occurrences of the “CPM Service” and “CPM-based Service” clauses throughout all documents in the CPM Enabler Package.

4. Introduction
(Informative)

The Converged IP Messaging (CPM) Enabler provides the convergence of multi-media communication services while  leveraging standardized service functionalities from existing communication enablers like Instant Messaging [OMA-SIMPLE-IM] or Push to talk over Cellular [OMA-POC]. A communication service enabled directly by the CPM Enabler for offering Messaging, Conversation and File Transfer services. The common thread among all these is the use of IP-based technology. A CPM service is identified by a CPM Service Identifier.

The CPM Enabler provides a framework by defining a horizontal Enabler built on top of a SIP/IP core infrastructure. This framework comprises a set of functional components and interfaces that have been designed to facilitate easy deployment of existing and future communication services. The components of the CPM Enabler are independently reusable. The set of functions interact with one another via the framework provided by the CPM Enabler. 

The CPM Enabler offers multimedia communication functionalities and can be used to build Services, a.k.a. CPM-based Services. A service offering enabled directly by a non-CPM service enabler but using one or more CPM enabler’s functionalities. A CPM-based service is identified by a different service identifier than that of the CPM service.

An instantiation of a CPM communication can have one or more media types. The CPM Enabler has also been designed to be extensible with VAS Applications using specifically designed interfaces. 
All CPM-based Services will use the functional components and interfaces provided by the framework. Non-CPM Communication Services require Interworking Functions that provide adaptation/mapping between the CPM Enabler and the different technologies to communicate with the framework.

Both CPM-based Services and Interworking Functions for the Non-CPM Communication Services are a set of functions that are deployed by service providers. Figure 2 below shows a schematic of how the CPM Enabler can be extended with CPM-based Services and Non-CPM Communication Services.
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
