Change 1 : Modify the section 7.5.2.1
7.5.2.1. Sending MSRP Request 
The CPM Client SHALL generate a MSRP SEND request according to rules and procedures of [RFC4975] and the following additional clarifications. The CPM Client; 
2. SHALL set To-Path header according to the MSRP URI(s) received in the answer SDP;
3. SHALL set the content type as Content-Type = message/cpim as described in [RFC3862];
4. SHALL set “From” header of the message/CPIM wrapper as the address of the sending CPM User.
5. SHALL set “To” header of the message/CPIM wrapper.
a. If the CPM Message is to be sent to one CPM user or to one non-CPM User , the CPM Client SHALL set “To” header of the message/CPIM wrapper to the address of the recipient;
b. If the CPM Message is to be sent to a CPM Ad-hoc Group, the CPM Client SHALL set “To” headers of the message/CPIM wrapper to the addresses of the recipients;
c. If the CPM Message is to be sent to a CPM Pre-defined Group, the CPM Client SHALL set “To” header of the message/CPIM wrapper to the address of the target CPM Pre-defined Group;

6. If the CPM  User does not want the content to be rendered automatically to the receiver but only on express action of the receiver, the CPM Client SHALL add a Content-Disposition header field ‘attachment’ according to [RFC2183] to the MSRP SEND;
7. MAY include into the Content-Disposition header a parameter "filename" with value containing the file name of the content according to rules and procedures of [RFC2183];
8. If the CPM user wishes to obtain the disposition-state of the CPM Message (e.g. whether the message is delivered to the recipients or not, whether the recipients read the message or not), the CPM Client SHALL set the disposition notification  according to the rules and procedures of 7.2.7 “Disposition Notification”.
9. SHALL send MSRP SEND on the established MSRP connection:
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
