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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the Consistency Review Comments # A004 related to the absence of a definition for the Deferred Message “Expiry” time. It proposes a definition for the Deferred Message Expiry time to be added in the CPM RD and be referenced in other CPM documents to the definition in the CPM RD document.

5 Recommendation

The Deferred Message expiry time, generally referred to as “Expiry”, is a quite specific time duration that a few requirements have been defined for setting it value or upon its expiration. It can be set by the CPM User or the CPM Service Provider. The “Expiry” time is considered an attribute of the User Preferences. Its expiration triggers certain actions on the Deferred Message to be taken by some CPM entities, e.g., CPM PF to discard, store, or send for interworking the message, CPM Client to retrieve the Deferred Message before or after its expiration. It has widespread presence in many areas of the CPM TS Conversation with numerous examples such as in Sections 7.2.1 and 7.2.2 for the “Expires” in the SIP header per [RFC3261],  Section 8.3.2.3 for the PF to include the “Expiry” in the notification for deferred messages. The list of examples can become quite long. 
It is, therefore, recommended to incorporate in the CPM documents the definition and capitalization of the Deferred Message “Expiry” as proposed in Section 6 below.

	Deferred Message
	A CPM Standalone Message that is temporarily stored in the network when the recipient is not available or not willing to receive it.

	 Deferred Message Expiry
	The maximum length of time set by the CPM User or the CPM Service Provider allowing a Deferred Message to remain in the deferred state.

	CPM-DEF-001
	The CPM Enabler MAY allow the originating user to associate an Expiry time to a CPM Standalone Message.

	The CPM Enabler SHALL allow the service provider to override the Expiry time associated with a CPM Standalone Message, set by the originating user (e.g. reduce to a shorter time).
