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1 Reason for Contribution

Quite a large number of comments have been raised towards the AD during consistency review which are indicating that it is not clear in the AD what functionality and what parts of the AD are supported in CPM v1.0.
This input contribution details the options that are available to resolve these comments, and provides a suggestion on how to handle these comments, so that the group can discuss about this and can decide upon an approach.

The submitter of this input contribution is then willing to take an action to execute this approach on the AD (via a proper CR).

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution describes a number of alternative approaches to handle the CPM v1.0 scope representation related comments to the AD, during the consistency review.
The contribution then makes a recommendation on what the preferred alternative is according to the submitter of this input contribution.

3 Detailed Proposal

In general there are two possible approaches that can be taken to handle these CPM v1.0 scope related CONRR comments:
1. Remove all contents that is out-of-scope for CPM v1.0 from the AD.
This would give an AD that clearly focuses on the architecture for the CPM v1.0 release, without distracting the readers with functionality that may or may not be part of a future release of CPM.

2. Mark all functional components, functions of functional components, and external functional components that are not part of CPM v1.0 as such.
This would need to be finer grained then at the section level, as for quite a number of functional components parts of their functions are out-of-scope for CPM v1.0. Result can become quite messy, as CPM v1.0 functionality and CPM future functionality is scattered across the AD and can be quite distracting for the reader.

3. Do nothing.
Simply close all the CONRR comments against the AD on the CPM v1.0 scope representation with taking action.

Before making a recommendation on which of the options is preferred by the submitter of this input contribution, it needs to be noted that the reason for including future functionalities in the AD was to ensure that we wouldn’t design future backwards compatibility issues into the CPM Enabler for functionality that was already known to be added at a later point in time. This approach has served its purpose well during the further development of the CPM Enabler, but now that the Enabler is close to being completed, this reason is no longer valid.

It is the preference of the submitter of this input contribution to implement alternative 1 in the AD to tackle the CPM v1.0 scoping related CONRR comments that were raised against the AD. This is for the following reasons:
1. Alternative 3 is not appropriate as it is clear that a lot of companies have issues with the current state of the AD, where it is not clear what parts of the AD are applicable for CPM v1.0.

2. Alternative 2 probably results in a quite messy AD, as notes stating that a certain functional component, interface, function of a functional component or external functional component is not part of the CPM v1.0 scope.

3. Having the AD contain also the future functionality has served its purpose during the CPM Enabler release 1.0 development, but is not needed anymore, now the completion of the enabler release is nearing.
