5.1.2
Authentication

Two authentication mechanisms as below are defined for IMAPv4 [RFC2595][ RFC3501].

a) SASL (Simple Authentication and Security Layer) [RFC2222] and 

b) Username/Password in plain texts.
As for above point b), the username/password is separately managed by the CPM service. The password may be pre-configured by the CPM system when the CPM user subscribes to the CPM service.
TLS/PSK-TLS (Transport Layer Security) [RFC2246][OMA SEC_CF1.0] is optional and complementary to simple authentication-only SASL mechanisms or deployed clear-text password login commands. In this way, IMAPv4 can be immune to eavesdropping and hijacking attacks.
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
