In order to avoid different interpretation of and understanding from the definition of the “Deferred Message” in CPM documents, this CR aligns the current definition of CPM “Deferred Message” in the CPM RD with the definition of the Deferred CPM Message in the SD. It reconciles some differences and provides some editorial massaging as well.

	The strategy to condense two defintions into one is fine. 
However, can we handle changes to two Permanent Documents from within one CR?
The generalization (“network” instead of “PF”) seems fine but the reasoning for this (“keeps the options open for future changes, e.g., storing the DM in the Message Storage Server”) is not agreeable. Storing deferred messages all of a sudden in the Message Storage Server would require large-scale re-specification and re-implementation with testing, deployment, etc.

The Note should be kept as it was the result of difficult discussion around the differences between SIMPLE IM and CPM and the proposal to call these messages “Queued Messages” in CPM. Without the Note, the inclined reader will wonder how this notion of Deferred Messages relates to the one from SIMPLE IM. 
	

	
	
	
	There is no defined way for the user to indicate his willingness to receive a deferred message, therefore it is recommended to remove this part of the definition.

5 Recommendation

There are two definitions for “Deferred Message” in RD and SD as follows:
In the RD: “A CPM Message that is temporarily stored in the network when the recipient is not available or not willing to receive it.”
In the SD: “A CPM Message that is temporarily stored in the CPM Participating Function until the intended recipient becomes available or is willing to receive the CPM Message or the intended recipient has decided what needs to be done with it or until the CPM Message expires.

Note: The concept of a Deferred CPM Message is an extension of the deferred message concept in [OMA SIMPLE IM.]”
There are a few contradictions and or unnecessary restrictions in these two definitions as follows:

1. The more generic part of the definition in the RD, which stores the DM in “the network” rather than in the PF should be preferred as the word “network” is inclusive of the PF.

2. 
The NOTE was reinstated. But, the text on “willingness to receive the DM” was kept as it was already a part of the definition in the SD document. It is, therefore, recommended to revise the definition in the RD and refer to it in the SD as presented in Section 6 below for the RD document and in a separate CR (#223) for the SD document.
