Change 1:  Modify section 8.3.2.3.
8.3.2.3. Defer CPM Messages 
8.3.2.3.1. Defer CPM Message for “Defer”
Each time the CPM Participating Function receives a message to be deferred on behalf of the served CPM User, the CPM Participating Function:

1. SHALL, in case of a Pager Mode CPM Message, store the following information: 

· The SIP MESSAGE request start-line, as well the following headers of SIP MESSAGE request:

· From

· To

· P-Asserted-Identity only if the sending User did not request anonymity

· Subject (if present)

· Date (added with current date and time if not present)

· Accept-Contact

· All CPIM headers relevant for IMDN

· Content-Type (set to Content-Type of the SIP MESSAGE request message body, or to multipart/mixed if there is a recipient-uri-list as well as SIP MESSAGE request message body)

· Content-Length:<messagesize>

· Conversation-ID

· Contribution-ID

· InReplyTo-Contribution-ID (if present)

NOTE: Some of the header fields SHALL not be stored, in particular header fields related to charging that are expected to be removed by the network.

· body part consisting of all the recipients carried in recipient-uri-list body of the SIP MESSAGE request if present

· The complete message body or  bodies of the SIP MESSAGE request;

2. SHALL, in the case of Large Message Mode CPM Message, store the following information:

· The SIP INVITE request start-line, as well as the following headers of SIP INVITE request of the Deferred CPM Message: 

· From

· To

· P-Asserted-Identity only if the sending User did not request anonymity

· Subject (if present)

· Date (added with current date and time if not present)

· Accept-Contact

· Contact

· Referred-By if present

· Content-Type (set to Content-Type of the MSRP SEND, or to multipart/mixed if there is a recipient-uri-list as well as an MSRP SEND message)

· Content-Length 

· Conversation-ID

· Contribution-ID

· InReplyTo-Contribution-ID (if present)

· body part consisting of all the recipients carried in recipient-uri-list body of the SIP INVITE request if present

· The MSRP request start-line, as well as the relevant headers of the MSRP SEND request:

· Message-ID,

· Success-Report and Failure-Report if present, and 

· Content-Type 

· Byte-Range: 1-*/<messagesize>. 

· Content-Disposition

· The complete message body. If the message arrives in more than one MSRP SEND request since it had been sent in chunks as defined in [RFC4975], then the CPM Participating Function shall assemble the message and store it as one message. 

3. SHALL assign a unique message-URI-ID for each Deferred CPM Message whose general format is message-URI-ID =  “sip: String@hostname” with the following clarification:

· The CPM Participating Function generates the unique string by itself 

4. SHALL store Deferred CPM Message in the Deferred CPM Message queue;

5. SHALL apply an expiry time value defined by service provider policies; 

· In the case of a Pager Mode CPM Message, 

· If the SIP MESSAGE request contains the Message-Expires header, and the value is below the maximum expiry time value per local policy, the CPM Participating Function MAY set the expiry time value to the value contained in the SIP MESSAGE request Message-Expires header field;

· In the case of a Large Message Mode CPM Message,

· If the SIP INVITE requests contains a MessageExpires header, and the value is below the maximum expire time value per local policy, the CPM Participating Function MAY set the expire time value to the value contained in the SIP INVITE request Message-Expires header field.

8.3.2.3.2. Defer CPM Message for “Defer Notify”
The CPM Participating Function: 
1. SHALL Defer the message as described in 8.3.2.3.1  “Defer CPM Message for Defers”;
2. SHALL Send a SIP 202 “Accepted” response if the Deferred CPM Message is a Pager Mode message;
3. SHALL check if there is any rule that is matching for the deferred CPM Message and containing the action element <cpm-message-handling> with the value “deliver”. If no matching rule was found, continue with step 6.
4. For each rule that was found in step 3, it SHALL check the content of the attribute UPP-ID-list included in the <cpm-message-handling> element. This attribute indicates that list of User Preference Profiles identifiers for which the rule applies.
5. For each registered CPM Client:
a. SHALL check if the identifier of the active User Preference Profile is included in the list of User Preference Profiles identifiers established in step 4.
b. If yes, SHALL send an in-band notification as described in section 8.3.2.3.2.1 “Sending an In-band Notification” to the CPM Client.
Editor’s note: The elements <cpm-message-handling> , the value “deliver” and the attribute “UPP-ID-list” need to be defined . 

“UPP-ID-list” is a list of UPP identifiers. A UPP is uniquely identified by the attribute “ref_id“ defined in TS-XDM_UPP-Directory
6. If no in-band notification was sent, SHALL send an out-of-band notification to the CPM Client(s) of the recipient CPM User, as defined in section 8.3.2.3.2.2 “Sending an Out-of-band Notification”
8.3.2.3.2.1. Sending an In-band Notification

Editor’s note: The CPM Participating Function sending an in-band notification is FFS.
In order to send an in-band notification, the CPM Participating Function:

1. SHALL generate a SIP MESSAGE request per intended recipient according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3428];
a. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header field with the feature-tag set to ‘+g.oma.cpm.system-message’ to indicate that the SIP MESSAGE request is a System Message;

b. SHALL set the Request-URI(s) to registered CPM Address of the intended recipient; 

c. SHALL include the CPM Server Identity in the authenticated originator's CPM Address as specified in section 6.1 “Authenticated Originator’s CPM Address”;

d. SHALL include the Server header to indicate the CPM release version in the User Agent header as specified in Appendix D “Release Version in User-agent and Server headers”; 

e. SHALL include information about the Deferred CPM Message in the message body, including the unique message-URI-ID assigned to the message when it was deferred;

2. SHALL send the SIP MESSAGE request towards the CPM Client along the signalling path
8.3.2.3.2.2 Sending an Out-of-band Notification

In order to send an out-of-band notification, the CPM Participating Function:

3. SHALL construct an out-of-band notification as described in Appendix X on the basis of the CPM Message that was just deferred.

4. SHALL interact with the Push Enabler to send the out-of-band notification to the applicable CPM Client(s) of the recipient CPM User.

Editor’s Note: It is FFS if the use of the Push Enabler is really required to send the out-of-band notification to the CPM Client(s) of the recipient CPM User.
