7.3.3 Closing a CPM Session


7.3.3.1 Sending a CPM Session Closure

Upon receiving a request from a CPM User to end a CPM 1-1 Session, the CPM Client:

1. SHALL generate a SIP BYE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261];
2. SHALL send the SIP BYE request towards the SIP/IP core according to the rules and procedures of the SIP/IP core; and,
3. SHALL release all Media Plane resources corresponding to the CPM Session being closed.

7.3.3.2 Receiving a CPM Session Closure

Upon reception of a SIP BYE request, the CPM Client: 

1. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261];
2. SHALL send the SIP 200 "OK" response towards the SIP/IP core according to the rules and procedures of the SIP/IP core; and,

3. SHALL release all Media Plane resources corresponding to the CPM Session being closed.

4. if the received request includes a Reason Header with the text set to ‘Call completed elsewhere’ as described in [RFC3326], the CPM Client SHALL act according to device settings.
7.3.3.3 Receiving a CPM Session Cancellation
Upon reception of a SIP CANCEL request, the CPM Client 
SHALL follow the actions according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261];
