2 Summary of Contribution

Proposal to close CONRR comment B072 towards the AD without taking any action.
3 Detailed Proposal

From the definitions of CPM Session History and CPM Conversation History as established in the RD it is already clear that a CPM Session is not the same as a CPM Conversation. These definitions are as follows:
	CPM Conversation
	The exchange of CPM Messages, CPM File Transfers, and/or CPM Sessions, associated with each other due to common characteristics, between two or more Participants (e.g. CPM Users or Applications).

	CPM Conversation History
	Stored representation of a CPM Conversation.

	CPM Session
	A real-time interaction between two or more Participants during which a combination of CPM Messages and/or continuous Media may be exchanged.

	CPM Session History
	Stored representation of the content exchanged during a CPM Session. 


Here it already can be concluded that a CPM Session is only a subset of what a CPM Conversation is and thus that a CPM Session History is something different than a CPM Conversation History. Also, from the RD it can be concluded that there is a need to separately identify a CPM Session History from the encompassing CPM Conversation History.
Therefore, it must be concluded that the proposed change in the CONRR comment is not valid, nor that the comment itself is valid. Therefore the CONRR comment should be closed without action.
