6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update section 5.2.1.2.1, 5.2.1.2.2, and 5.2.1.2.3.
5.2.1.2.1 Recording CPM Message

Upon receiving a CPM Message, a CPM Participating Function SHALL check the user preferences of the CPM User it serves.
NOTE: This applies to both the originating CPM Participating Function and the terminating CPM Participating Function.
If user preference was set to record CPM Messages, the responsible CPM Participating Function SHALL upload the received CPM Message to the Message Storage Server of the CPM User 

If the CPM Message is a large message and is delivered in chunks, the CPM Participating Function SHALL wait for all the chunks to be received and reassemble them to one storable object prior to uploading it. 

When user preference provides filtering criteria for CPM Message to be recorded, the CPM Participating Function SHALL apply the filtering criteria to the received CPM Message and record the filtered output.

Upon completion of recording the CPM Message or when user preference was set not to record CPM Messages, the CPM Participating Function SHALL forward the received CPM Message as described in section 5.2.2.1.

Editor’s note: The case of not recording a CPM Message that was not delivered is still to be handled.
5.2.1.2.2 Recording CPM File Transfer

Upon receiving a CPM File Transfer session invitation, a CPM Participating Function SHALL check the user preferences of the CPM User it serves.
NOTE: This applies to both the originating CPM Participating Function and the terminating CPM Participating Function.
If user preference was set to record the CPM File Transfer and if the service provider policy allows it, the responsible CPM Participating Function SHALL stay in the Media path of the CPM File Transfer session during transferring the file and upon receiving a file, SHALL upload it to the Message Storage Server of the CPM User. 

NOTE: If the CPM Participating Function is not allowed to stay on the Media path as per service provider policies, then the CPM File Transfer will not be recorded irrespective of user preferences. If the CPM File is transferred in chunks, the CPM Participating Function SHALL wait for all the chunks to be received and reassemble them to one storable object prior to uploading it.

When user preference provides filtering criteria for CPM File to be recorded, the CPM Participating Function SHALL apply the filtering criteria to the received CPM File Transfer and record the filtered output.

Upon completion of recording the CPM File Transfer or when user preference was set not to record CPM File Transfer, the CPM Participating Function SHALL transfer the received file as described in section 5.2.4.
5.2.1.2.3 Recording CPM Session

CPM Session recording at the CPM Participating Function can be triggered by both user preference and an explicit user request.

Upon receiving a CPM Session Invitation, a CPM Participating Function SHALL check the user preferences of the CPM User it serves. 
NOTE: This applies to both the originating CPM Participating Function and the terminating CPM Participating Function.
If user preference was set to record CPM Session and if the service provider policy allows, the responsible CPM Participating Function SHALL record the CPM Session state information in the temporary storage of the CPM Participating Function as defined in section 5.2.1.2, update the CPM Session state information whenever it changes, stay in the Media path of the CPM Session during the session, and cache the received Media via the CPM Session until the session recording ends. 
NOTE: If the CPM Participating Function is not allowed to stay on the Media path as per service provider policies, then the CPM Session will not be recorded irrespective of user preferences. When user preference provides filtering criteria for CPM Session to be recorded, the CPM Participating Function SHALL perform filtering the Media received within the CPM Session with the criteria and record the filtered output.

Upon completion of initial recording of the CPM Session state information or when the user preference was set not to store CPM Session, the CPM Participating Function SHALL perform the session establishment as described in section 5.2.3.1.1 or 5.2.3.2.1. In order to record an ongoing CPM Session, the CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Session recording request to the CPM Participating Function it belongs to. 

Upon receiving a CPM Session recording request, the CPM Participating Function SHALL check if the CPM Participating Function is staying in the Media path of the CPM Session indicated by the request. If the CPM Participating Function is staying in the Media path of the CPM Session, it SHALL record the CPM Session state information as defined in section 5.2.1.2, update it whenever it changes and upload the received Media via the CPM Session to Message Storage Server of the CPM User. Otherwise, the CPM Participating Function SHALL respond with an appropriate error.
In order to stop CPM Session recording, the CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Session recording stop request to the CPM Participating Function it belongs to. 

Upon receiving the CPM Session recording stop request, the CPM Participating Function SHALL end recording the CPM Session and upload the CPM Session state information recorded in the temporary storage of the CPM Participating Function and the cached Media to the Message Storage Server of the CPM User as a single object.
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
