	CR to replace the expired draft reference in Conv TS Annex for Contribution-ID and Conversation-ID with a recommended algorithm.


The draft specifying the Contribution-ID generation has expired in IETF.
This CR proposes the use of RFC4122, as it is already used in other parts of the CPM specification, and it is more or less the industry standard to generate globally unique identifiers.

Part of this proposal is to replace the Conversation-ID generation algorithm with RFC4122 as well to reduce the implementation complexity that RFC4086 implies.

Additional changes:

· Removed the implementation hint from Conversation-ID (byte-to-byte comparison).

· Contribution-IDs are also only ‘RECOMMENDED’.

· Contribution-IDs are now case sensitive.

R01; offline changes:
· No longer a recommendation; both are SHALL.

· No longer case sensitive.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The change is backwards compatible on the protocol level as there are no ID collisions (all IDs are globally unique).
Note: support for RFC4122 is already required for some components for the sake of generating UUIDs to be used in client identifiers, see System Description document, section 5.1.1.3.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

None; the IDs are unique even though the examples may not look like a GUID (the algorithm is only ‘RECOMMENDED’).

Change 2:  Update Conversation-ID
C.1.1 Conversation-ID

A Conversation-ID header in a SIP MESSAGE request or SIP INVITE request indicates the CPM Conversation Identity associated with a CPM Standalone Message, CPM File Transfer, or CPM Session.

A sending CPM functional component MUST include a Conversation-ID header in each SIP MESSAGE request or SIP INVITE request that are associated with a CPM Standalone Message, a CPM File Transfer, or a CPM Session. The sending CPM functional component MUST ensure that the included CPM Conversation Identity is globally unique. A Conversation-ID SHALL be a universally unique identifier, as specified in [RFC4122]. Following the conventions in [RFC4122], Conversation-IDs are case-insensitive.

C.1.2 Contribution-ID
A Contribution-ID header in a SIP MESSAGE request or SIP INVITE request indicates the CPM Contribution Identity associated with a CPM Standalone Message, CPM File Transfer, or CPM Session.

A sending CPM functional component MUST include a Contribution-ID header in each SIP MESSAGE request or SIP INVITE request that are associated with a CPM Standalone Message, a CPM File Transfer, or a CPM Session. The sending CPM functional component MUST ensure that the included CPM Contribution Identity is unique within the context of the encompassing CPM Conversation. A Contribution-ID SHALL be a universally unique identifier, as specified in [RFC4122]. Following the conventions in [RFC4122], Contribution-IDs are case-insensitive.
