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Reason for Change
This CR proposes fix a minor bug with respect to live recording in section 8.5.2.
As per off-line discussions during an off-line CPM conf call 21-05-2013, there is a sentence in the overview for CPM 2.0 in the Conversation TS which supports “live recording” for 1-1 chat, but the corresponding text was missing. 
This behaviour of storing chat messages was introduced during formation of RCS 5.1 requirements. Additionally, the concept of live recording was one of the catalysts for the architectural changes introduced in the session history folder structure (already approved), specifically enabling the Participating Function to write chat messages as individual objects into the Message Store during the life of either a 1-1 chat or group chat session. 
During discussions it was pointed out that in the case of multi-device support, the volume of notifications for device synchronization might be excessive. After investigation, it was determined that since the Message Store TS does not specify when notifications must  be sent, it can be left up to implementations to optimize them in such a way as to efficiently support mult-devices synchronizing live recordings of chat messages.

Change in section 8.5.2 to support “live recording”:

[bookmark: _GoBack]The general process of recording a CPM Session is as follows: the CPM Participating Function SHALL extract and store locally the content received through the signaling plane and Media Plane during the CPM Session. Upon receiving new content (i.e. during live recording), or latest at termination of the CPM Session, the CPM Participating Function SHALL create a messages formatted according to [RFC2822] containing allcorresponding to the received or locally stored data content and upload this these message to the Message Storage Server, as described in section 6.3 “Message and History Operations” in [OMA-CPM_TS_MessageStorage].
Upon receiving a SIP INVITE or a SIP REFER request whose method is set to INVITE, the CPM Participating Function 
1. SHALL extract and locally store the following headers of the request:
a. From header;
b. To header;
c. Date header, if it exists;
d. Conversation Identity and Contribution Identity and if there is, Contribution Identity being replied to.
2. In addition, if the request includes SDP content describing media streams, the CPM Participating Function MAY extract and locally store some of the SDP attributes associated with those media streams.
Upon receiving an MSRP SEND request, the CPM Participating Function: 
1. SHALL wait until all chunks of the CPM Chat Message have been received via subsequent MSRP SEND requests and SHALL reassemble the CPM Chat Message from these chunks.
2. SHALL store the message in the Message Storage Server and retrieve a UID from the Message Storage Server . 
Upon receiving real-time media, the CPM Participating Function, for each media stream:
1. SHALL store locally the media received in RTP packets, and,
2. SHALL store the received media as a single MIME object when the media stream is closed (i.e. when the media stream is removed from the CPM Session, or when the CPM Session is terminated).
