4. Introduction


The purpose of this Enabler Test Requirements document is to help and guide the testing effort for the Enabler CPM, documenting those areas where testing is most important to ensure interoperability of implementations.


The Enabler under consideration comprises the following specifications:


· [OMA-CPM-TS-CONV]: Specifies the procedures at CPM Client, CPM Participating Function, CPM Controlling Function to support various CPM service features and CPM based services

· [OMA-CPM-TS-ITW]: Describes interworking selection and principles of interworking with Non-CPM Communication Services and specifies the mapping of SMS, MMS, and e-mail related protocols with CPM

· [OMA-CPM-TS-MSGSTOR]:Specifies the storage objects and their metadata, and operations between message storage server and message storage client

Generally, the testing activity should aim at validating the normal working behaviour of the client/server interactions, as well as testing the error conditions whenever it is possible to set up the appropriate scenarios. The following sections provide a more detailed description of the testing requirements for CPM.


This document also intends to provide some guidance on the prioritization of the specifications and features to be tested  within Enabler CPM

The COM WG is of the view that testing of the CPM 2.1 enabler is desirable for the validation of the CPM 2.1 technical specifications and early implementations. 


The group is aware that there is significant amount of interest and activity in the industry for the testing of this enabler and it is the view of the group that this external testing is sufficient. Therefore the group holds the view that there is no need for additional formal testing via the traditional OMA IOP Process.


5. Test Requirements


5.1 Enabler Test Requirements


The test requirements collected in this section are related to the Enabler CPM v1.0 and have not been updated to cover the newfunctionality added in subsequent CPM releases, up to v2.1. The rationale is explained below. 

CPM v2.1 and 2.0


The COM WG is of the view that testing of the CPM 2.0/2.1 enabler is desirable for the validation of the CPM 2.0/2.1 technical specifications and early implementations. 


The group is aware that there is significant amount of interest and activity in the industry for the testing of this enabler and it is the view of the group that this external testing is sufficient. Therefore the group holds the view that there is no need for additional formal testing via the traditional OMA IOP Process.
