When the CPM Participating Function or CPM Controlling Function includes a text string in an error response to a SIP INVITE request or a SIP MESSAGE request a SIP Warning header field as specified in [RFC3261] SHALL be included and the Warning code SHALL set to 399. An appropriated warning text string as defined in section 6.4.2 SHALL be included with the SIP Warning header and MAY include the host name set to the host name of the CPM Participating Function or CPM Controlling Function.

Change 2:  Change section 6.4.2 text as diff-marked below:

6.4.2 Warning Texts

The warning text string included in a SIP Warning header field consists of an explanatory text preceded by a 3-digit text code, according to the format <text code> + <explanatory text>, for example “102 Too many participants”.
