6.2 SIP/IP Core

The CPM Functional components SHALL interface to the underlying SIP/IP core in accordance with the rules and procedures for that SIP/IP core as described in [RFC3261].

When the SIP/IP core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, these rules and procedures are described in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.004].
The following additional requirement applies to the SIP/IP Core if Long-lived CPM Group Sessions are supported. Elements of the SIP/IP Core acting as SIP B2BUA SHALL ensure that their own address added in the Contact header of outgoing SIP methods can be mapped back to value of the value of Contact header in the incoming SIP method beyond the life-time of the dialog.
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
