Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change section 7.3.9.1 as marked
7.3.9.1 MSRP-based Media Streams
For MSRP-based Media Streams, the Client SHALL follow the rules and procedures defined in [RFC4975] and in [RFC6714] for the establishment of sessions and the exchange of CPM Chat Messages, with the following clarification:
1. When sending a CPM Chat Message, the CPM Client SHALL include the content in a CPIM wrapper and set the “To” header field of the CPIM message as follows.
a. If the CPM Chat Message is to be sent to one CPM user or to one non-CPM Principal within a CPM Group Session, the CPM Client SHALL set the “To” header field of the CPIM message to the address of the recipient. This applies for both CPM Chat Messages, “isComposing” notifications and for sending IMDN via MSRP during the CPM Group Session;
b. If the CPM Chat Message is to be sent to a CPM Ad-hoc Group, the CPM Client SHALL set the “To” header field of the CPIM message to the anonymous URI as sip:anonymous@anonymous.invalid;
c. If the CPM Chat Message is to be sent to a CPM Pre-defined Group, the CPM Client SHALL set the “To” header field of the CPIM message to the address of the target CPM Pre-defined Group;
2. When sending a CPM Chat Message, the CPM Client SHALL set:
a. the Content-Type header field of the MSRP message to message/cpim, as defined in [RFC3862];
b.  the Content-Type header field of the CPIM Message to the Content-Type of the payload found inside the CPIM wrapper as text/plain. 
c. if the CPIM wrapped message body includes a multipart MIME (e.g. multipart/related, multipart/mixed), then:

i. SHALL add a CPIM cpm.Payload-Type header field, set to the list of Content-Types included in the payload of the body of the message.
d. the “From” header field of the CPIM Message to
i. the anonymous URI as sip:anonymous@anonymous.invalid in a CPM 1-to-1 Session 
ii. the CPM User’s Authenticated Originator’s CPM Address in a CPM ad-hoc Group Session including the CPM user’s Display Name as Formal Name if available and if the user isn’t participating in the session anonymously (see section 6.3 “Display Name and Anonymity).
3. When receiving a CPM Message, the CPM Client SHALL handle the CPIM message:
a. as described in section 7.2.2.3 “CPIM Handling of Received CPM Standalone Messages and SIP IMDNs”, to check and handle content indirection cases or any IMDN content;
b. otherwise, for any other content it SHALL process based on the values of the Content-Type headers received. 
i. If the CPM Client does not support a received Content-Type, it SHALL return an MSRP error response “415”. 
ii. Otherwise, it SHALL process any received content that it understands according to its Content-Type and respond with MSRP 200 “OK”.
4. The CPM Client SHALL request delivery and interworking reports and MAY request read reports for all CPM Chat Messages using IMDN as described in sect. 5.4 “Disposition Notifications”;
5. The CPM Client SHALL send any “isComposing” messages via MSRP as described in section 5.5 “"isComposing" notifications”. In a CPM 1-1 Session the “isComposing” messages shall be sent without a CPIM wrapper;

6. When sending a CPM event, the CPM Client SHALL ensure that only events related to the CPM Session are transmitted;

7. When receiving a CPM event, the CPM Client SHALL process the CPM event accordingly and SHALL send a response back if one is required as specified in section 6.7.3 “Handling of the CPM Event Reporting requests and responses”;

8. The client SHALL take into account the maximum chunk size negotiated according to section 5.2.1, if any;

9. If the CPM Group Session Data management is supported in this CPM Group Session and the CPM Client has to
a. set or delete the subject, bulletin or the icon or

b. has to set, delete or move a role of a participant,

then the CPM Client SHALL include in the body of the MSRP SEND a group-data request as specified in section 6.8 “CPM Group Session Data Management”. On reception of a MSRP SEND with a group-data response as specified in section 6.8 “CPM Group Session Data Management” the CPM Client SHALL evaluate the response-code value and inform the CPM User about the outcome of the request;

10. When receiving a MSRP SEND request with a body with the Content-Type of “application/conference-info+xml”, then the CPM Client
a. SHALL handle the body according to the rules and procedures of [RFC4575], supporting the rules described in section 9.2.14.3 “Sending Participant Information Notifications ”;

b. if CPM Group Session Data Management is supported, SHALL check if the <subject> element is present and if the value is different than the current value of the CPM Group Session subject that the CPM Client has for that CPM Group Session, it SHALL replace it locally with the newly received value;

c. if CPM Group Session Data Management is supported, SHALL check if an element <icon> is present and if so, it SHALL check if the value is different than the current value of the CPM Group Session icon that the CPM Client has for that CPM Group Session. If different, the CPM Client SHALL replace it locally with the newly received value.
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
