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1 Reason for Change

This CR intends provides requirements for groups.
Exemplary use cases: contacts can be organised in groups for which greetings and message handling would be specific. For instance a “group” of colleagues would be provided by a “work” greetings, similarly all messages from the group of colleagues could be handled in a particular way (always download the message on a mobile device) while a group of “family” would get a different greeting and messages from callers of that group could be notified on another device. 
The following comments have been raised during the interim meeting in Nanjing:

Ericsson: Greetings are ok, but the messages are an implementation issue because it is up to the client to pull the voice message.

RIM: Instead of pushing the notification, push the message based on the group/rules the caller ID belongs to.

Ericsson: Do we need to sync groups and rules between group and server?
RIM: Multi-device support is not addressed in the requirement explicitly, and it should not be, it is an issue to be addressed during the AD stage.

Ericsson: Conflict resolution for people in two or more groups? Which greeting? How to prioritize and which rules to apply?
RIM: That is going into details. There could be rules establishing priorities. There is no need to have a conflict resolution requirement.

Comverse: What kind of rules are required and how many? 2 or three are ok, but 15 is too much.
RIM: Requirements do not talk about the complexity of the rules or the number of rules supported. We are planning greetings to “work” versus greetings to “friends”, push to “work” versus pull for “friends” and the like.
Conclusion: not changes are necessary to the requirements.
