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1 Reason for Change

This contribution addresses the CONRR comments A007 for the requirements ISC-HLF-001 to ISC-HLF-003 as below.

1. CONRR comments A0011 
The requirement ISC-HLF-001 is about ISC User receiving the contents list (including the other user published live/non-live audio/video contents) from the ISC Server. There is already detailed solution available in the AD and TS for the ISC User to receive the full and personalized contents list from the ISC Server. Refer to the flows and detailed procedure in the OMA-ISC-TS under sections C.18, 5.11.1, 6.12. But there is no detailed solution available for storing and fetching ISC User generated contents. Hence this CR suggests that splitting requirement ISC-HLF-001 into two requirements such as ISC-HLF-001a and ISC-HLF-001b and set the requirement ISC-SOC-006b as Future release.
The requirement ISC-HLF-002 is about ISC User receiving the full and personalized contents list automatically or on request (based on content similarity, User content viewing history and device capabilities) from the ISC Server. There is already detailed solution available in the AD and TS. Refer to the flows and detailed procedures in OMA-ISC-TS under sections C.8, 5.11.1 and 6.12

The requirement ISC-HLF-003 is about ISC User SHALL be able to fetch the contents or preview of the contents from the ISC Server. There is already detailed solution available in the AD and TS. Refer to the flows and detailed procedures in OMA-ISC-TS under sections C.2, C.3, C.4, C.5, C.22, 5.2, 5.8, 5.9, 5.10, 6.1, 6.9, 6.10 and 6.11
