6 Detailed Change Proposal
Summary of changes to actual XSD (TXT) file are as follows:

· String needs to be “PCPS Management Object”, not “Push to Talk…”

· String “oma-poc:2.1” becomes “oma_pcpc:1.0”, as outlined in the Kodiak CONR comments.
R01:
1. New boiler plate and legal matter
2. The second cryptic change cited above, namely, “oma-pcps” becomes “oma_pcpc”, (hyphen becomes underscore) apparently was important in getting the Managed Object DTD to validate.  After this change was made, validation complaints about missing nodes from the schema vanished. 
3. However, this author's DTD file of the original CONR appears to have an unprintable character embedded in the original legal boiler plate. Whether that also caused any problems, as well, is not clear. Intuitively, the validator skips past anything until it sees the end of comment delimiter. I just mention in passing.
4. Based on other language we utilize throughout the entire PCPS 1.0 suite of specifications, text string with the term “PoC” has been retained in the final DTD, except for the title node, as outlined above. For example “PoC Box” in the PoC V2.1 DTD remains “PoC Box” in the PCPS V1.0 DTD, and so forth. 
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
