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1 Reason for Contribution

Signaling compression is not yet covered in the PoC AD.

Signaling compression is mainly out of scope of the PoC documents, because it is not made on the PoC application level.  However a short description should be presented in the AD.

8.9 Signaling compression

The PoC Client and the SIP/IP Core SHOULD compress the SIP signaling according to RFC 3320 [1], RFC 3485 [3] and RFC 3486 [4] to reduce the transmission delays.   
Editors note:  The use of IETF RFC 3321 shall be liaisoned with 3GPP/3GPP2 and is FFS.  Action : Ericsson.


When the SIP/IP core corresponds with 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD, then the signaling compression procedures in TS 24.229 / xxxxxx SHALL be used.
