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1 Reason for Contribution

The OMA PoC AD should cover all requirements in the OMA PoC RD.  The inter working with the fixed IP network is not yet covered (RD: 6.3.3).  
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to add text to cover the inter working between the PoC server and the fixed IP network.   

3 Detailed Proposal

6.2.1 SIP/IP Core

The SIP/IP core includes a number of SIP proxies and SIP registrars.  The SIP/IP Core performs the following functions that are needed in support of the PoC Service:

· Routes the SIP signaling between the PoC Client and the PoC Server

· Provides discovery and address resolution services

· Supports SIP compression

· Performs authentication and authorization of PoC Client based on user’s service profile

· Maintains the registration state 

· Provides charging information 

The underlying SIP/IP core MAY provide capabilities to route to and from requests and responses between the PoC Server and the other SIP services in Internet.
