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1 Reason for Contribution

As we are progressing and prepare to stabilize the PoC AD, there is one topic we haven’t address that is concurrent service, a.k.a. PoC feature interaction with other parallel service.  This contribution identifies this open topic to be addressed and seek group decision on what type of parallel services resolution.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to add a new section in the AD to describe PoC Feature Interaction with other Parallel Services and the difference cases to be included.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 RD requirements

6.10 Usability

· The PoC service entity SHALL NOT prevent the PoC subscriber's operation of other OMA compatible services, for which the PoC subscriber is authorised and subscribed.

· The PoC service provider SHALL be able to decide the maximum number of PoC participants supported in a PoC group session.

· Administrative rights of an active PoC group session MAY be assigned to any of the participants by the session Host, or the PoC service provider.

· It SHALL be possible to queue more than one speaking request at the same time.

· The PoC application on the handset SHALL run concurrently with other service applications in the device.  A specific mode of operation SHALL NOT be required of the handset, which could restrict other service operations.

· Concurrent service execution SHALL be supported by the PoC service enabler (e.g., take a telephony call, putting a PoC session on hold), but MAY be limited by capabilities of the supporting network or the ability of the handset device.  The PoC service enabler SHALL NOT restrict concurrent service execution.

6.2.1 Bullet 13
· A PoC participant SHALL be able to receive notification of incoming requests for other services (e.g. an incoming simple voice call) while in a PoC session.

3.2 Questions/Answer
1. Do we want to allow feature interaction with CS and PS domain?
According to the RD, it was very clear that requirement SHALL support concurrent call, at least CS service and possible PS service..

2. What type of notification, text, tone or both?
When feature interaction is supported, the notification of incoming call should be a combination of text and tone.

3. What scenarios should be addressed?
Case 1 – Notification of incoming CS domain call during a PoC call
Case 2 – Notificationo f PoC call during an ongoing CS or PS domain call

Case 3 – Notification of additional PoC call – this is already addressed by the simultaneous session.

3.2 Proposed Changes

8.X.1 Notification of incoming CS domain call during a PoC Call
For mobile engaged on a PoC call, the network will receive TEL URI of the designate user; hence, it is able to perform paging coordination to notify the PoC user of incoming CS call.
