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1 Reason for Change

This document proposes a basics for the data structure and its handling in the GLMS. Although one might claim that the data structure in the GLMS is purely the implementation matter, it is useful to provide the GM client (PoC subscriber) with the conceptual view of the structure. This document, therefore, was created from the client point of view, and not intended to impose any restriction on the implementation.

Summary

Group List is created when a authorized user requested the GLMS to create and kept until the user requests to delete it or the service provider deletes it based on the policy. The list could be seen as a table of members who will join the PoC session. There are attributes associated to the table.

Access/Reject list is created when a PoC subscriber requests the GLMS to creat and kept until the subscriber requests to delete or the service provider deletes it based on the policy. The list could be seen as a table of members whom he/she would like to handle the special treatment. There are attributes associated to the table.

Contact list is created when a PoC subscriber requests the GLMS to creat and kept until the subscriber requests to delete or the service provider deletes it based on the policy. The list could be seen as a table of members whom he/she would like to access in the easy manners (in any sense). There are attributes associated to the table. There may be more than one contact lists.
