When the PoC Client receives an initial INVITE request the PoC  server SHOULD give an indication to the invited PoC client regarding the answering mode. The PoC client SHALL decide which of the following procedures have to be applied:

When the manual answer mode has been selected by the PoC Client, the PoC Client SHALL:

1) 
generate a 180 Ringing response in accordance with subclause 6.2.1.1; 

2)
send the response along the signalling path towards the SIP/IP Core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4].
When the PoC user answers, the PoC Client SHALL:

1) 
generate a 200 OK response in accordance with subclause 6.2.1.1; 

2)
send the response along the signalling path towards the SIP/IP Core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4].
When the auto answer mode has been selected by the PoC Client, the PoC Client SHALL:

1) 
generate a 200 OK response in accordance with subclause 6.2.1.1. Depending on configuration of the PoC Client the bearer resources MAY be reserved prior sending the 200 OK response

send the response along the signalling path towards the SIP/IP Core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4].
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
