7.2.1 Requests Terminated at the Controlling PoC Function

7.2.1.1 Ad-hoc PoC Group and 1-1 PoC Session Setup Request

Editor’s Note: This clause describes the originating side procedure when INVITE request is received. 

Upon receipt of an INVITE request that includes a conference-factory-URI in the Request-URI and the invited member(s) conveyed in the INVITE request, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL 

1)
check whether the conference-factory-URI is allocated and perform the actions described in subclause 7.5.1 if it is not allocated; 

2)
perform the actions to verify the PoC address of the PoC client and verify the request authorization. The following actions SHALL only be performed if the request can be authorized;

3)
allocate a conference URI for the PoC session; 

4)
generate and sends a 200 OK response to the INVITE request to the SIP/IP Core, indicating the conference URI allocated for the PoC session in the Contact header if allocated and indicating the "isfocus" feature parameter and the PoC feature-tag parameter to the conference URI in the Contact header. The media is set inactive as the invited PoC subscriber has not  yet been reached.

5)
send a re-INVITE or UPDATE request to resume the media when the first positive final response is received.
Subclause 7.2.2.2 describes how the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function invites other Ad-hoc PoC Group member(s) to the allocated conference.
