6.3.1 Instant Personal Alert

6.3.1.1 Structure of the Instant Personal Alert Document

An instant personal alert document is an XML document that shall be well-formed and shoul be valid. Instant personal alert documents shall be based on XML 1.0 and shall be encoded using UTF-8. This specification makes use of XML namespaces for identifying group advertisemen documents and document fragments. The namespace URI for elements defined by this    specification is a URN, using the namespace identifier 'oma'. This URN is:

      urn:oma:params:xml:ns:poc:instant-personal-alert

An instant personal alert document begins with the root <instant-personal-alert> element. It consists of a <note> element that indicates some free text to be rendered to the user.

An instant personal alert document shall be identified with the MIME content type "application/vnd.poc.instant-personal-alert+xml".
