9.x Timers in the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC function

9.x.1 Conversation timer (Tx)

9.x.1.1 Timer definition: 

The ‘conversation timer’ (Tx) MAY be used in the case of simultaneous sessions to detect that conversation in the PoC session has ended.  When Tx expires, PoC server SHALL NOT anymore prioritize this PoC session in the selection of the media stream.

9.x.1.2 Timer usage: 

Tx SHALL reside in the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC function. 

Tx SHALL start when the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC function receives the TB_Release message from PoC Client or TB_Idle message from the PoC server performing the Controlling PoC Function.  

Tx SHALL be reset and stopped, when the PoC server receives another talk burst in the same PoC session.   

When Tx expires it SHALL be concluded that the conversation in the PoC session has completed and PoC server is allowed to reselect the media stream for forwarding to the PoC Client. 

9.x.1.3 Value ranges:

A suitable timeout time for Tx may be in the interval of 3 to 5 seconds.  But the maximum value for Tx shall not be longer than 10 seconds.
