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1 Reason for Contribution

According to the OMA PoC AD the PoC Client shall know if the home PoC server support simultaneous sessions or not.  This shall be negotiated between the PoC Client and the home PoC server (participating).


R01:  Meeting comments taken account.   Taken account that it is beneficial, if PoC server knows the PoC Client SSS capability. SIP OPTIONS is not very suitable, because it should be sent to the PoC server and PoC Client may not know the URI of the PoC server.  Therefore it is proposed to use SIP INVITE (as originally).

6.1.13 Simultaneous Session Control Procedures

6.1.13.3 PoC Client Indicating Simultaneous Sessions Support

The PoC Client, which supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions, SHOULD negotiate the simultaneous sessions support with the PoC server.  In the case the simultaneous sessions support is configured as “negotiable” the PoC Client SHOULD  indicate the simultaneous session support with an attribute in the SDP of the SIP INVITE request as follows:

a=poc-simultaneous-sessions:[Support Indication]

Support Indication = “supported” / “not-supported“

The PoC Client SHALL use the attribute value “supported” for indicating the support for Simultaneous PoC Sessions.


Note: The default value is “not-supported” and if PoC Client doesn’t support simultaneous sessions, the attribute is not needed to add.

Upon receiving the 200 OK the PoC Client SHALL check the SDP attributes and store the information of the simultaneous sessions support of the home PoC server.  If the attribute is not present in the SDP, the PoC Cleint SHALL assume that the Simultaneous PoC Session are not supported by the home PoC server.   The negotiation SHALL be valid until the re-negotiation or the initial registration.

6.2.7.3 Simultaneous sessions support indicated to PoC Client

Upon receiving of an INVITE containing simultaneous sessions support attribute (i.e. a= poc-simultaneous-sessions:[support indication]) in the SDP payload the PoC Client :

· SHALL store the simultaneous sessions support indication;
· SHALL send a 200 OK response with simultaneous sessions support attribute in the SDP payload
· MAY inform the PoC user about the simultaneous sessions support.
If the simultaneous sessions support value (i.e. a= poc-simultaneous-sessions:[support indication]) is not offered in the SDP payload of the received INVITE, the PoC Client SHALL assume that the previously negotiated or provisioned value is valid.  The negotiated value SHALL be valid until the renegotiation or a new initial registration.
Note: Negotiation overrides the provisioned value.
