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1 Reason for Change
Access list is used to control incoming PoC session requests.  In PoC Architecture Document OMA-AD PoC-V1.0-200408092-D  Section 8.17.1, the usage of access lists is explained.  Entries in accept list indicates that PoC session requests from these entries will be accepted while requests from those in reject list will not be accepted.  It is left unexplained as to behavior for requests from those entries that are neither in accept list nor in reject list.

It is proposed to add the following wording:

For those users and/or groups that are not in either accept or reject lists, PoC session requests will have to be granted by the user explicitly, hence, manual answer mode.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
8.17.1 Usage of access control lists
An access control list can be used by the end user as a means of controlling the incoming PoC session requests from other users or groups. On the accept list the user can maintain users and/or groups from whom he is willing to accept to receive PoC session requests. On the reject list the PoC user can maintain PoC users and/or groups from whom he is not willing to receive PoC session requests. For those users and/or groups that are not in either accept or reject lists, PoC session requests will have to be granted by the user explicitly, hence, manual answer mode. The access control lists can be applied also on the delivery of the instant personal alerts.

The access control lists are superseded by  the Incoming PoC Session Barring state.
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
