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1 Reason for Contribution

In the OMA PoC control plane there is no specified way to indicate for a PoC Client that it in a session using unconfirmed indication and has been granted the entitlement to speak before the invited PoC Client has been connected. Therefore, it is proposed that the TB Granted message shall carry information if the speech is buffered in the PoC Server or not. 
2 Summary of Contribution

A new field is added to the TB Granted message that shall be used to indicate if the speech is buffered or not.

The Talk Burst Granted message is an action from the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC function to inform the requesting PoC client that it has been granted the permission to send a talk burst.


The application-dependent data field consists of 4 octets. The first 8 bits SHALL carry an identifier that shows if confirmed or unconfirmed indication is used. The last 24 bits is padding bits and SHALL be set to zero. Therefore, the length field of the Talk Burst Granted message SHALL be set to three.
NOTE:
The padding bits may in the future be used to carry other indications. So the PoC Client for this release should ignore the padding.
The SSRC field SHALL carry the SSRC of the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC function. 
6.1.3.1 Confirmed/Unconfirmed Indication
6.5.3.1.1 Confirmed Indication
The Confirmed Indication confirms that at least one other PoC Client is ready to receive media.
The reason code SHALL be: 0 (decimal value).
6.5.3.1.2 Unconfirmed Indication
The Unconfirmed Indication confirms that the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function is able to receive and buffer media from the granted PoC Client before it has received confirmation from downstream elements of readiness to receive media
The reason code SHALL be: 1 (decimal value).
