Since the TB_Taken and TB_Bye messages when sent by the Participating Function over a pre-established session may expect a TB_Ack reply, there needs to be a retransmission mechanism and timer.  Another contribution by Motorola adds the mechanism into section 6.3 of theUP, this contribution adds the timer.
R01 converts this contribution to add 2 separate timers for TB_Taken and TB_BYE messages.
