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1 Reason for Change

The sub-clause 6.1.3.1 needs to be changed and corrected as follows:

1) An useless reference should be removed (RFC3325 contains reference to RFC3323).

2) Unclear text when receiving 200 OK response.

3) Editorial changes (first SHALL then SHOULD bullets). Except cut-and-paste the two changes done are marked with pale blue color. 

4) Bullet number 8 is missing.

5) Option tag “pref” is used in Require header field of a registration (not of invitation), see section 12.3 of RFC3840. According to RFC3841 “pref” is used only in Proxy-Require header, which is not needed here, see section 5. Thus the respective bullet point is removed.

R01 adopts the changes proposed during the first handling in the Barcelona meeting.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1.3.1 General

The PoC Client SHALL generate an initial SIP INVITE request according to rules and procedures of  [RFC3261].  The PoC Client

1. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the Poc feature-tag '+g.poc.talkburst' along with ‘require’ and ‘explicit’ parameters according to the rules and procedures of [RFC 3841] in all initial INVITE requests. 
2. SHALL include User-Agent header to indicate the PoC release version. 

3. SHALL include value ''id'' in a Privacy header if anonymity is requested according to rules and procedures of  [RFC3325].




4. SHALL include the feature tag '+g.poc.talkburst' in the Contact header. 


5. SHALL include the option tag 'timer' in the Supported header.
6. SHOULD include Allow header containing Method parameter with all supported SIP methods. 
7. SHOULD include the Session-Expires header with the refresher parameter set to ''uac'' according to rules and procedures of [draft-ietf-sip-session-timer].
NOTE:
The use of the option tag 'precondition' as specified in [RFC3312], and the option tag '100rel' as specified in [RFC3262] is not defined for the POC-1 reference point.

On receipt of a response to the SIP INVITE request, the PoC Client SHALL store the list of SIP methods that the PoC Server supports if received in the Allow header.
On receipt of the SIP 200 "OK" response to the initial SIP INVITE request the PoC Client SHALL start the SIP Session timer using the value received in the Session-Expires header according to rules and procedures of [draft-ietf-sip-session-timer].

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS Session establishment mechanisms according to rules and procedures of  [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
