3 Detailed Proposal

6.3.6.4.2 Monitor LockIn PoC Session termination

When a LockIn PoC Session is terminated and no other PoC Sessions for the same PoC User are established as specified in [OMA-POC-CP] the PoC Server:

1. SHALL set the PoC User state to ‘Start-stop’.

When a LockIn PoC Session is terminated and a Primary PoC Sessions for the same PoC User is established as specified in [OMA-POC-CP] the PoC Server:

2. SHALL set the PoC User state to ‘S: Primary Session active’;

3. SHALL relay RTP Media packets between the PoC Server performing the Controlling Function and the PoC Client for this PoC Session; and,

4. SHALL NOT relay RTP media packets between the PoC Server performing the Controlling Function and the PoC Client for any other PoC Session(s)
When a LockIn PoC Session is terminated, at least one Secondary PoC Session for the same PoC User is established as specified in [OMA-POC-CP] and fulfills criteria defined in the subclause 7.5.2 “Procedures at the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function” to be activated the PoC Server: 

5. SHALL set the PoC User state to ‘S: Secondary Session active’;

6. SHALL relay RTP Media packets between the PoC Server performing the Controlling Function and the PoC Client for this PoC Session; and,

7. SHALL NOT relay RTP media packets between the PoC Server performing the Controlling Function and the PoC Client for any other PoC Session(s).
6.3.6.4.2 Monitor LockIn PoC Session is unlocked 

When a LockIn PoC Session is unlocked as specified in [OMA-POC-CP] “Session Locking request” and a Primary PoC Sessions for the same PoC User is already established as specified in the [OMA-POC-CP] the PoC Server:

8. SHALL set the PoC User state to ‘U: Primary Session active’;

9. SHALL relay RTP Media packets between the PoC Server performing the Controlling Function and the PoC Client for the Primary PoC Session; and,

10. SHALL NOT relay RTP media packets between the PoC Server performing the Controlling Function and the PoC Client for any other PoC Session(s).
When a LockIn PoC Session is unlocked, as specified in [OMA-POC-CP] “Session Locking request” and no Primary PoC Session is established and at least one Secondary PoC Session for the same PoC User is established as specified in the [OMA-POC-CP] and fulfills criteria defined in the subclause 7.5.2 “Procedures at the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function” to be activated, the PoC Server:

11. SHALL set the PoC User state to ‘U: Secondary Session active’;,

12. SHALL relay RTP Media packets between the PoC Server performing the Controlling Function and the PoC Client for the selected Secondary PoC Session; and,

13. SHALL NOT relay RTP media packets between the PoC Server performing the Controlling Function and the PoC Client for any other PoC Session(s).
