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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:

The CR 0059R02 made significant changes in the PoC Server state machine for the PoC Server Media buffering. After the CR, it is not clear whether the Media buffering is still optional or whether it became mandatory functionality of the PoC Server.
In order to keep the PoCv1.0.1/PoCv1.0 Servers not supporting the Media buffering compliant to PoCv1.0.2, it should be explicitly stated that the Media buffering is optional.

b) Clauses affected:

6.4.4.8, 7.8.3

c) Summary of change:

The PoC Server support for Media buffering is explicitly stated to be optional.
Minor editorial changes.

d) Consequence if not approved:

It is not clear whether the Media buffering is still optional or whether it became mandatory. 

PoCv1.0.1/PoCv1.0 Servers not supporting the Media buffering may become not compliant to PoCv1.0.2.

6.4.4.8 State: 'G: pending TB_Idle'

The 'G: pending TB_Release' state is a transition state. The PoC Server uses this state when buffered RTP Media packets are sent to Participants in the PoC Session before entering the 'G: TB_Idle' state.
This state is optional and only supported if the PoC Server supports RTP Media buffering.
 7.8 Media buffering 

 7.8.1 Procedures at the PoC Client

The PoC Client SHOULD cope with the variable latency in the incoming RTP Media packets to achieve acceptable QoS.

 7.8.2 Procedures at the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function

Not applicable.

 7.8.3 Procedures at the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function
7.1.1 The PoC Server MAY support RTP Media buffering.
If the PoC Server supports RTP Media buffering and sends Talk Burst granted to the originating PoC Client after it has received an Unconfirmed Indication for one or more terminating PoC Clients, the PoC Server SHALL support RTP Media buffering until at least one PoC Client has responded accepting the invitation. There SHALL only be one buffer for a PoC Session and when the PoC Server begins to forward the RTP Media packets to the PoC Clients, it SHALL discard the RTP Media packets after they have been forwarded. The buffer details including the buffer depth are not defined in this specification. When transmitting buffered RTP Media packets, PoC Server SHOULD transmit the packets at a bit rate that avoids overload in the receiving PoC Client(s).

NOTE:
In the case of manual answer, the PoC Server begins sending RTP Media packets when the first PoC Client answers and does not retain those RTP Media packets for PoC Clients that answer later.
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
