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1 Reason for Change

This contribution provides a proposal to efficiently use the Multiple PoC Session in Active feature to setup multimedia PoC Sessions.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Receiving different media types at the same time will impact on PoC1 backward compatibility. The separation of the voice-only session from the other media-type PoC Sessions will guarantee the backward compatibility with the PoC V1.0 clients.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

This contribution might impact on PoCV2.0 CP document. The relevant contributions if needed will be provided later.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

CHANGE: --Add a new subsection 8.y to section 8
8.y Handling of PoC Sessions with multiple Media

8.y.1 General
When setting up PoC Sessions with voice and other media, the PoCV2.0 Client SHALL utilize the Multiple PoC Sessions in Active feature and establish a minimum of 2 multiple PoC Sessions, one for the voice session and another one(s) for the media session(s).

The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL setup a minimum of 2 Multiple PoC Sessions in Active, one for the voice session and another one(2) for the media session(s), when receiving a PoC Session setup request.
If the PoC Server invites a PoC Client that does not support Multiple PoC Sessions in Active, the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL select the voice-enabled PoC Session only.
Each one of the different voice- and media-enabled PoC Sessions SHALL have its own SIP Session, Media Burst control and media channel established between the PoC Client and the Home PoC Server.

8.y.2 Backwards Compatibility with PoC V1.0
For backward compatibility, the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL select the voice-enabled PoC Session only when inviting a PoC V1.0 client. The independent of voice-enabled and other media-enabled PoC Session SHALL not affect the PoC Session handling for PoC V1.0 clients.
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
