8.x Invited Parties Identity Information

The PoC Service Infrastructure SHALL support the invited parties identity information functionality in regions where this functionality is not restricted due to the regulation.
The PoC Client MAY support the invited parties identity information functionality.
If PoC Client supports Invited Parties Identity Information functionality ,the inviting PoC User MAY use the capability of the PoC Client to send an ad-hoc PoC session request with the indication of each PoC Address of all the invited PoC Users to be presented to or hidden from the other invited PoC Users.
When an originating PoC Server receives an invitation for an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session with the indications of each PoC Address of all the invited PoC Users to be presented to or hidden from the other invited PoC Users, the originating PoC Server SHALL send PoC Addresses of all invited PoC Users to all terminating PoC Servers with the indications of each PoC Address of all the invited PoC Users to be presented to or hidden from the other invited PoC Users.
The terminating PoC Server SHALL decide whether the terminating PoC Server will accept the invitation for the invited PoC User automatically e.g. checking AM, if it will not then the terminating PoC Server SHALL send the invitation with the invited parties identity information to the invited PoC User, if it will not then the terminating PoC Server SHALL send the invitation without the invited parties identity information to the invited PoC User.
In case one or more of the invited PoC Addresses have been indicated as hidden:
· The originating PoC Server SHALL inform all terminating PoC Server(s) of their anonymity by including an indication with their PoC Addresses.
· The terminating PoC Server SHALL include in the invitation to the invited PoC User the total number of anonymous PoC Users invited to the PoC Session instead of sending PoC User Addresses of the PoC Users indicated as hidden by the originating PoC server in the invitation to the invited PoC User.
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
