5.2.1.2 Remaining Transmit Time Notification for Advanced Revocation Alert
The feature for the PoC Server to send to the PoC Client a notification of remaining transmit time, called as “Remaining transmit time Notification”, is needed for the PoC Client to be able to generate an accurate advanced alert for the PoC User to inform revocation of granted floor to occur. This is especially needed when the transmit time is changed after the PoC User has been granted the floor.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
8. System Concepts
8.x Advanced Revocation Alert
The PoC Client MAY indicate remaining talking/sending time to the PoC User. In addition the PoC Client SHOULD indicate an alert to the PoC User before the Talk and/or Media transmit time is almost ending, if received TBCP/MBCP message including time information from PoC Server.  

The PoC Client MAY have the capability to configure the alert (e.g., sound, volume, vibration, time etc). The PoC Server SHALL include maximum transmit time information and SHOULD include alert margin in the Talk Burst Control Protocol (TBCP) and/or Media Burst Control Protocol (MBCP) message based on Service Provider Policy.  
If the PoC Client receives the Talk Burst Control Protocol (TBCP) and/or Media Burst Control Protocol (MBCP) message which includes maximum Transmit time information, the PoC Client knows the maximum transmit time to send Media Bursts. The PoC Client SHALL run the timer using maximum transmit time information. The PoC Client MAY display the remaining time information to the PoC Useror indicate an alert (e.g., beep, lightning, vibration, etc.) to the PoC User that remaining transfer time is almost ending, 
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
