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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:
To cover the following Editor’s Note:
Editor’s note: The inclusion of media directly in the request is FFS. Is there a special exception for text e.g. in the  Subject header. 

The text type content size increases 1 byte whenever one character is included in case of ASCII code and English character. While other message types, for example, image size may be various about 10 Kbyte to 100 Kbyte at the resolution range 96*128 to 1024*768 even though other variables like compression ratio. It means that the text type content size can easily regulated depending on how many characters a user includes within, if any, maximum content size rather than that of other message types.
In case of text type, the method to upload text type content, to give its reference and to download it as described in the section 8.x.2 is not appropriate. Instead, it is an easier way just to include text type content in the invitation request and to send it to the invited PoC Client.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

8.x           Invitation Request with Media Content 
8.x.1           Invitation Request with Text type Content
The content with text type can be included by a PoC User in an invitation request so as to give an invited PoC User some useful information, for example invitation title, in deciding whether to accept the invitation or not. The size of the content shall be possibly limited by PoC Service Provider. 
The PoC Server MAY support to include a content with text type in PoC Session invitations. 

The PoC Client MAY support to include a content with text type in PoC Session invitations.

If the invited PoC Client supports invitation request with a text type content the PoC Client:
1. SHOULD, in case of Manual Answer Mode, 

a. render and display the content with text type to the PoC User.
2. SHOULD, in case of Automatic Answer Mode, 
a. accept the invitation,

b. render and display the content with text type to the PoC User.
Editor’s note: it is FFS that to include text type content in the invitation request causes a charging problem.

8.x.2           Invitation Request with Media Content reference
If media content is included in an invitation request the Media content SHALL be a reference to the media content. Examples of content types can be found in [RFC 2046]. 

Editor’s note: Can inclusion of Media directly in the invitation give some charging problem.
The PoC Server MAY support the transportation of references to media content in PoC Session invitations or Group Advertisement messages. 

The PoC Client MAY support to include references to the media content in PoC Session invitations or Group Advertisement messages.


If the PoC Client includes a reference to media content in the invitation to a PoC Session the PoC Client SHALL include an indication of the intent with the media content and the media type of the referenced media.

The intent with the media content MAY be to replace the local ring tone generated by a PoC Client on receipt of the invitation in manual answer mode or to provide media (e.g. an image) in parallel to the local tones generated by the PoC Client.

If the invited PoC Client supports requests with media content and the referenced media type the PoC Client: 

1. 
SHOULD, if the intent is to replace local generated tones in case of Manual Answer Mode and the PoC Client allows replacement (e.g. configurable by the PoC User) of local generated tones:

a.
fetch the media content using the received reference; and,
b.
render the media content and display/play it to the PoC User instead of local generated tones.
NOTE:
The PoC Client can stop fetching the media and display/play local generated tones e.g. if the PoC Client determines that the referenced media content is too large.

or,

2.
SHOULD, if the intent is not to replace local generated tones in case of Manual Answer Mode or if the PoC Client does not allow replacement of local generated tones (e.g. configurable by the PoC User) or in case of Automatic Answer Mode:

· Perform the action that the PoC Client normally do e.g. generate local tones in case of Manual Answer Mode or accept the invitation in case of Automatic Answer Mode;

· Fetch the media content using the received reference; and,
· When media content is received render the media content and display/play it to the PoC User.

Editor’s note: It is for FFS if and how the PoC Server can add/remove/change media content(s) of the PoC Session invitation(s) according to the configuration set by inviting and invited PoC Client and which setting that has priority.
Editor’s Note. Charging the use of the media content and authorisation of receiving the media content are FFS.
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
