6 Detailed Change Proposal

8.29   Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB)
The PoC Server SHOULD support the Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB).

The PoC Client MAY support the ICSB.
If the PoC Client and the PoC Server supports ICSB and 
if the PoC User does not want to be invited to new PoC Sessions under certain conditions the PoC Client SHALL store the conditions and associated action if the condition is satisfied in the XDMS and activate the Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring PoC Service Setting in the PoC Server.
The barring conditions MAY be:

· incoming international PoC Session barring; and/or,

· incoming particular PoC Group member barring as specified in the [PoC XDM V2.0]; and/or,
· criteria for invoking PoC Box e.g. PoC User busy, maximum number of Simultaneus PoC Sessions exceeded, etc..
The actions if the barring condition is satisfied MAY be:

· reject the invitation; or,

· forward the invitation to the NW PoC Box; or,
· forward the request to the UE PoC Box.
When receiving an invitation to a PoC Session and if ICSB is active, the Participating PoC Function of the Invited PoC Client SHALL check the condition of ICSB defined by the invited PoC User.
If the condition is satisfied to bar the incoming PoC Session request the Participating PoC Function of the invited PoC Client:

· SHALL NOT send the received incoming PoC Session request to the invited PoC Client; and, 
· SHALL depending on the defined action either

· Send an unavailable response towards the inviting PoC Client; or,

· Forward the invitation to a PoC Box.
