6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.2.x      PoC Interworking Function
The PoC Interworking Function (IWF) is a function, part of the optional PoC Interworking Service infrastructure. The PoC Interworking Function is compliant to the PoC Network open interface provided by the PoC Interworking Service, mostly PoC-4 and IP-1 interface.

The PoC Interworking Function SHALL:

· provide conversion between PoC Network based SIP signaling and External P2T Network based session signaling, 
· provide conversion between Talk Burst Control protocol, and External P2T Network based floor control 
· provide conversion between RTP based media packet transport, and media transport protocol in the External P2T Network.
· provide transcoding for speech transferred between the PoC Network and the Exteernal P2T Network

· provide conversion of Instant Personal Alert to/from similar service in the External P2T Network 
· support negotiation of 

· Media Burst Control Protocol in PoC Sessions.

· Codec and Media Parameter for PoC Sessions.

· PoC Session modifications,

· Media Burst Control Protocol options in PoC Sessions.

· User Plane adaptation in PoC Sessions
· support charging for PoC Sessions involving P2T Users

· support P2T Address to/from PoC Address mapping

· support expansion of PoC Groups Identities involving P2T Users 
The PoC Interworking Function SHOULD:

· provide  conversion of Conference State Event information to/from similar service in the External P2T Network 
· provide  conversion of PoC related presence information to/from similar service in the External P2T Network 
· provide conversion of PoC Settings to/from similar settings in the External P2T Network (e.g. Manual Answer Mode)
· provide mapping of PoC functions to/from similar functions in the External P2T Network (e.g. Polite Calling)
· provide  conversion of Group Advertisement to/from similar function in the External P2T Network 
NOTE: The PoC Interworking Function is an abstract function whose realization is outside the scope of OMA specifications; for example, it may be realized with a single physical entity or a distributed one. The interfaces of the PoC Interworking Function towards the External P2T Networks are proprietary and outside the scope of OMA. A high level description of the topologies involving the PoC Interworking Function is provided in Appendix D.

6.2.x     PoC Interworking Agent

The PoC Interworking Agent is a function, part of the optional PoC Interworking Service.

NOTE: The PoC Interworking Agent is an abstract function whose realization is outside the scope of OMA specifications.  It can be part of the PoC Interworking Function, when the PoC Interworking Function is using the open PoC-1 and PoC-3 interfaces to connect to the PoC Network.
On behalf of the PoC Remote Access User or a P2T User, the PoC Interworking Agent SHALL:

· perform PoC Session initiation, (e.g. codec negotiation), participation (e.g., talk or listen), and release

· perform registration with the SIP/IP Core
· authenticate of the PoC User to the SIP/IP Core
· generate and send Talk Bursts containing PoC Speech
· receive and decode Talk Bursts containing PoC Speech
· support Talk Burst Control procedures and Talk Burst Control Protocol negotiation
· support User Plane adaptation procedures if initiated by the PoC Server
· support receiving of Instant Personal Alert
On behalf of the PoC Remote Access User, the PoC Client MAY:

· support sending of Instant Personal Alert

· suport sending and receivingGroup Advertisement
· support multiple Talk Burst Control Protocols
· support negotiation of Talk Burst Control Protocols

· request privacy for PoC User identity.
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
