8.18 Access Control

8.18.1Access Control management
Access Control management includes operations that allow the XDMC to reliably manipulate the PoC User access policy and PoC Group authorization rules located in the PoC XDMS. The documents describing PoC User access policy and Group authorization rules MAY include references to Contact Lists or Group Lists stored in the Shared XDMS as URI lists.

A PoC Subscriber SHALL be able to manipulate the PoC User access policy and PoC Group authorization rules when queried.     

Access Control list management uses the XML Document Management operations specified in the [XDM AD V2.0].
8.18.2PoC User access policy

PoC User access policy MAY be used by the PoC User as a means of controlling incoming and outgoing PoC Session requests from other PoC Users or PoC Groups. 
The PoC User access policies include: 
· Default Access Rules;
· Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB);
Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring (OCSB); and,
Incoming Media Barring.
Editor’s Note: The precedence rules for combining different access policies are FFS.
PoC User access policies are superseded by the Incoming PoC Session Barring state.
8.18.2.1 Default access rules
The PoC User access rules SHALL support the following actions:

· Allow/block PoC User and PoC Groups incoming PoC Session request
· Block anonymous PoC User’s incoming PoC Session request
· Allow PoC Users to be treated in Automatic Answer Mode

The PoC User access rules MAY support the following actions:

· Allow PoC Users to override Manual Answer Mode setting, known as MAO.

The access rules MAY be applied also on the delivery of the Instant Personal Alerts.


8.18.2.2 Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB)
The PoC Server SHOULD support the Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring.

The PoC Client MAY support the Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring.
The XDMC MAY support configuration of  Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring conditions.
If the PoC Server supports Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring the PoC XDMS SHALL support storing of Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring conditions.
If a PoC User does not want to be invited to new PoC Sessions under certain conditions the PoC Client SHALL set Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB) setting active. 
When Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring setting is active the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function of the Invited PoC Client SHALL check the condition of the Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring defined by the Invited PoC User.. 
If the PoC Server supports Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring the PoC Server SHALL support barring based on the following conditions (in a combination or as a stand-alone condition):
· Incoming international PoC Session barring; and/or,
· Incoming particular group member barring.
If the condition is satisfied to bar the incoming PoC Session request the PoC server performing the Participating PoC Function of the Invited PoC Client SHALL NOT send the received incoming PoC Session request to the Invited PoC Client and SHALL send an unavailable response towards the inviting PoC Client.
Editor’ Note: Using Incoming Condition Based Barring for redirecting to the PoC Box is FFS.

8.18.2.3 Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring (OCSB)
The PoC Server SHOULD support the Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring.

The PoC Client MAY support the Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring. 
The XDMC MAY support configuration of  Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring conditions.
If the PoC Server supports Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring the PoC XDMS SHALL support storing of Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring conditions.
If a PoC User does not want to invite new PoC Sessions under certain barring conditions the PoC Client SHALL set Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring (OCSB) setting active.
When Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring setting is active the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function of the inviting PoC Client SHALL check the condition of the Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring defined by the inviting PoC User. 
If the PoC Server supports Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring the PoC Server SHALL support barring based on the following conditions (in a combination or as a stand-alone condition):

· Outgoing international PoC Session barring; and/or,

· Outgoing particular group member barring; and/or,

· The Media Type in the outgoing request.

If the condition is satisfied to bar the outgoing PoC Session request the PoC server performing the Participating PoC Function of the inviting PoC Client SHALL NOT send the outgoing PoC Session request to the invited PoC Client and SHALL send an unavailable response towards the inviting PoC Client.

8.18.2.4    Incoming Media Barring (IMB)
The PoC Server SHOULD support the Incoming Media Barring.

The PoC Client MAY support the Incoming Media Barring. 

The XDMC MAY support configuration of Incoming Media Barring conditions.

If the PoC Server supports Incoming Media Barring the PoC XDMS SHALL support storing of Incoming Media Barring conditions.
If a PoC User does not want to accept certain Media Types offered or contained in PoC Session establishment request and Group Advertisements, under certain conditions the PoC Client SHALL set Incoming Media Barring (IMB) setting to active. 
Editor's note: Incoming Media Barring of Media Types contained in SIP Message Method is FFS. 
When Incoming Media Barring setting is active the PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function of the Invited PoC Client SHALL check the condition of the Incoming Media Barring defined by the Invited PoC User.. 
If the PoC Server supports Incoming Media Barring the PoC Server SHALL support barring based on the following conditions (in a combination or as a stand-alone condition):

· Media Type in request, see subclause 8.39 "Media in Request"; and/or,
Editor's note: Whether barring of Media contained in a request is needed needs to be discussed as a requirement.

If required then it is also FFS whether separate access rules are required for barring Media in request or whether it is part of Incoming Media Barring..
· Media Type offered as part of PoC Session establishment Media negotiation.

If the condition is satisfied to bar the Media Type, the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function of the Invited  PoC Client SHALL:
· . If a Media Type included in the request, , is barred and depending on Service Provider option the PoC Server SHALL either, 

· remove the Media from the request and the request is forwarded to the PoC Client as for a normal PoC Session establishment or a Group Advertisement; or,

· reject the request with an appropriate reason
Editor's note: Whether barring of Media contained in a request is needed needs to be discussed as a requirement.

If required then it is also FFS whether separate access rules are required for barring Media in request or whether it is part of Incoming Media Barring..
· If a Media Type offered as part of PoC Session establishment Media negotiation is barred the offered Media Type SHALL be removed from the offered Media Types.

If all Media Types offered as part of PoC Session establishment Media negotiation is removed as the result of Incoming Media Barring the request SHALL be rejected with an appropriate reason.
Editor's note: The relationship between Incoming Media Barring and the requested Answer Mode based on the Media Types offered in the request is FFS. 

8.26 PoC Service Settings 

The PoC Client SHALL control the following PoC Service Settings via the POC-1 reference point:

· Answer Mode;

· Incoming Session Barring; 

· Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring;
· Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support:
· Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring;
· Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring;
· Incoming Media Barring and
· Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions.
The following subclause describes the PoC Service Settings in more detail

8.26.1Answer mode

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Answer Mode setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the Answer Mode setting.

The possible Answer Mode settings are:

· Automatic answer; and

· Manual answer.

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL include the value of the Answer Mode in all invitations to the Served PoC User.

8.26.2Incoming Session Barring (ISB)

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the ISB setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the ISB setting in the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:

· ISB active; or,

· ISB not active.

If the value is “ISB active” the PoC Server SHALL reject all incoming invitations for the Served PoC User.

8.26.3Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring (IAB)

If the Home PoC Network supports Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the IAB setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring, the PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the IAB setting in the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:

· IAB active; or,

· IAB not active.

If the value is “IAB active” the PoC Server SHALL reject all incoming Instant Personal Alerts for the Served PoC User.

8.26.4Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support (SSS)

If the Home PoC Network supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the SSS setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the SSS setting to the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:

· SSS active;or, 
· SSS not active.

NOTE : If there are ongoing PoC Sessions the new value of the SSS setting will not take effect immediately.
8.26.5Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB)
If the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network supports Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the ICSB setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the ICSB setting to the Home PoC Network. 

The possible values are:
· ICSB active; or,

· ICSB not active.

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring the XDMC SHALL configure the condition for the Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring as specified in the [PoC XDM V2.0] via the XDM-3 reference point. 

If the value is “ICSB active” the PoC Server SHALL check the condition for the Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring from PoC-XDMS.

8.26.6Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring (OCSB)
If the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network supports Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the OCSB setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the OCSB setting to the Home PoC Network.


The possible values are:
· OCSB active; or,

· OCSB not active.

If the PoC Client supports Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring the XDMC SHALL configure the condition for the Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring as specified in the [PoC XDM V2.0] via the XDM-3 reference point.

If the value is “OCSB active” the PoC Server SHALL check the condition for the Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring from PoC-XDMS.
8.26.7  Incoming Media Barring (IMB)

If the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network supports Incoming Media Barring procedure, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Incoming Media Barring setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Media Barring, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the Incoming Media Barring (IMB) setting to the Home PoC Network. 

The possible values are:
· IMB active; or,

· IMB not active.

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Media Barring the XDMC SHALL configure the condition for the Incoming Media Barring as specified in the [PoC XDM V2.0] via the XDM-3 reference point. 

If the value is “IMB active” the PoC Server SHALL check the condition for the Incoming Media Barring from PoC-XDMS. 
8.26.8Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support (ESS)
If the Home PoC Network supports Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the ESS settings provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the ESS setting to the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:
· ESS active; or,

· ESS not active.
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
