8.36 Invitation Reservation
Editor’s Note:  It is FFS, how PoC Client gets knowledge whether PoC Service Infrastructure supports IVR.  

A PoC Client and PoC Server MAY support Invitation Reservation functionality to enable a network-initiated PoC Session establishment. With this functionality, a PoC User can make an Invitation Reservation request to cause a PoC Server to establish an invitation with its preferred Invitation Reservation Condition. After the service request, when the conditions addressed by the Invitation Reservation Conditions are met, the PoC Server automatically establishes a corresponding PoC Session on behalf of the PoC User’s request.

The Invitation Reservation Conditions are invited PoC User presence information, PoC Session start-up time, reservation timeout value, and triggering parameters (e.g. PoC Session will be initiated when either only one is available or all are available). The PoC Client SHALL be able to request Invitation Reservation for one or more PoC Users in ad-hoc manner and for Pre-arranged PoC Group., if supported.

The authorised PoC Group member, according to the PoC Group data, SHALL be able to request Invitation Reservation for a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session using PoC Client capability, if supported.

NOTE: External interworking machine may place preferred Invitation Reservation Conditions and may request Invitation Reservation functionality to the PoC Server.
The Invitation Reservation Conditions are stored in the Shared XDMS by using XDM Client and XDM-3 reference point. Invitation Reservation Conditions document contains conditions and reference to Pre-arranged PoC Group. XDM Client SHALL be able to update or remove the Invitation Reservation Conditions via XDM-3 interface. 
NOTE:  In case the PoC User wants to make an Invitation Reservation with PoC Users selected by initiating PoC User in ad-hoc manner, a temporary Pre-arranged PoC Group is created.  
If PoC Server supports the Invitation Reservation, PoC Server SHALL make subscription to the Invitation Reservation Condition documents in Shared XDMS as supported in XDM-3 interface. 
When initiating an Invitation Reservation PoC Client SHALL create a new Invitation Reservation Conditions document to Shared XDMS. PoC Server gets notification on new Invitation Reservation via notification mechanism. 

Upon receiving notification from XDMS and retrieving corresponding document, if not included into notification, PoC Server SHALL start evaluating the conditions in the Invitation Reservation Condition document and initiate PoC Session when conditions are met.
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
