PoC Box should be recognized by the PoC Server performing Controlling PoC Function, and notified to the connected participants for privacy issue. PoC Box notification using UP signalling will remove the burden of subscribing Conference Package and will avoid race condition when one PoC User is sending Talk Burst before the PoC Box Notification is received after conference package subscription. 
Therefore CF should support PoC Box handling to identification and indication.
