8.39.1General
Membership of PoC Groups MAY be specified by the use of rules. PoC Groups with memberships determined in this way are called Dynamic PoC Groups.

Dynamic PoC Groups MAY be defined as Pre-arranged, Chat or Ad-hoc PoC Groups.
PoC Session establishment using Dynamic Pre-arranged PoC Groups uses the same mechanism as Pre-arranged PoC Groups

PoC Session establishment using Dynamic Chat PoC Groups uses the same mechanism as Chat PoC Groups

8.39.2Definition of Dynamic PoC Groups
The PoC Group Administrator of a Dynamic Pre-arranged or Dynamic Chat PoC Group MAY specify Dynamic PoC Group rules at the PoC XDMS.
 Dynamic PoC Group rules MAY also be applied by the PoC Client by subscribing to the Dynamic PoC Group with a SUBSCRIBE request containing Dynamic PoC Group rules. 
The initiator of a Dynamic Ad-hoc PoC Group SHALL specify Dynamic PoC Group rules when setting up the PoC Session.
8.39.3Subscription for active members 
A PoC Client MAY activate and obtain the active members of a Dynamic Pre-arranged or Dynamic Chat PoC Group by subscribing to the Dynamic Pre-arranged or Dynamic Chat PoC Group. The Subcribe request MAY contain Dynamic PoC Group rules to be applied to populate the members of the Dynamic PoC Group. The PoC Server SHALL authorise the subscription to the Dynamic PoC Group. If Authorised the PoC Server SHALL evaluate the Dynamic PoC Group rules and populate the active members of the Dynamic PoC Group and SHALL provide a Notification to the PoC Client containing a list of the active members of the Dynamic PoC Group.

1. The PoC Client A sends a SUBSCRIBE Request to the SIP/IP Core of the Home PoC Network in order to activate and receive notifications of the membership of the Dynamic Pre-arranged PoC Group or Dynamic Chat PoC Group. Information elements contained in the SUBSCRIBE Request:

a. PoC service indication

b. PoC Group Address of the Dynamic Pre-arranged PoC Group or Dynamic Chat PoC Group
c. Dynamic PoC Group rules
2. The SIP/IP Core A forwards the SUBSCRIBE Request to the PoC Server A in the Home PoC Network. Information elements contained in the SUBSCRIBE Request: 
a. PoC service indication

b. PoC Group Address of the Dynamic Pre-arranged PoC Group or Dynamic Chat PoC Group
c. Dynamic PoC Group rules
3. The PoC Server A authorizes the PoC Address of the PoC Client A, if successfully authorized it sends an ACCEPTED response to the SIP/IP Core A.

4. The SIP/IP Core A forwards the ACCEPTED response to the PoC Client A.

5. The PoC Server A evaluates the Dynamic PoC Group rules and may perform a Presence or XDMS search or fetch presence information on predefined members if required. The PoC Server A sends a NOTIFY Request to the SIP/IP Core of the Home PoC Network containing the members of the Dynamic Pre-arranged PoC Group or Dynamic Chat PoC Group that satisfy the conditions. Information elements contained in the NOTIFY Request:

a. PoC service indication
