· Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions.

The following subclause describes the PoC Service Settings in more detail.
8.26.x PoC Box request (PBX)
The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the PoC Box request setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the PoC Box request setting.

The possible PoC Box Mode settings are:

· PBX active; and

· PBX not active.

If the value is “PBX active” the PoC Server SHALL route the incoming invitations to the PoC Box of the Served PoC User.

9.1 Changing PoC Service Settings

This subclause describes successful modification of a PoC User’s PoC Service Settings, i.e. the Incoming Session Barring (ISB), Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring (IAB), Answer Mode, Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support (SSS) settings, Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB) and Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring (OCSB).

d. Incoming PoC Session Barring setting (ISB active or ISB not active).

e. Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring setting (IAB active or IAB not active).

2. The SIP/IP Core sends the PUBLISH request to the PoC Server based on the PoC Address of the PoC User and the PoC service indication. Information elements contained in the PUBLISH request:

a. PoC service indication.

b. PoC Address of the PoC User at PoC Client A.

c. Answer mode setting (auto-answer or manual-answer).

d. Incoming PoC Session Barring setting (ISB active or ISB not active).

e. Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring setting (IAB active or IAB not active).

f. Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support setting (SSS active or SSS not active).
g. Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support setting (ESS active or ESS not active).
h. Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB active or ICSB not active).

i. Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring (OCSB active or OCSB not active).
j. PoC Box request setting (PBX active or PBX not active).
