	FUNC-PEH-003
	The PoC Client MAY convey information to the PoC Service Infrastructure  that characterizes the Media processing throughput capabilities of the PoC Client; 

NOTE:  This is for User Equipment to indicate its own data rate for receiving and processing Media, and has nothing to do with User Plane Adaptation.

	FUNC-PEH-004


	The PoC 2 Service Enabler SHALL support User Equipments that have limited memory capabilities. Therefore, the PoC Service Infrastructure SHALL be able to convey an appropriate Media throughput to the PoC Client in order to avoid buffer overrun at the client side.




These Requirements PEH-003 and 004 are essentially important, as they have been identified already in case of PoC 1, which contains only PoC Speech Media. The New Media introduced by PoC 2 will set ever higher challenges to receiving terminals as data rates are many times higher e.g. in case of video.

This CR proposes AD/SD text based on these two above requirements.

4.49 Media Buffering Capability
PoC Client MAY support Media buffering capability. PoC Server SHALL support Media buffering capability and SHOULD support controlling the data rates based on Media buffering capability.
The transfer of Continuous Media sets requirements on receiving PoC Client(s) real time buffering capabilities. Due to constraints either in memory or processing capabilities, the PoC Client capabilities MAY be informed to the PoC Server. The PoC Server MAY control the providing the Media with data rate that receiving PoC Client is able to handle.  The PoC Client MAY control the providing the Media with data rate that receiving PoC Server is able to handle.  

4.49.1 PoC Client Media Buffering Capability
PoC Client that has limitation in its memory or processing capabilities MAY convey information on its Media buffering capabilities to a PoC Server. The information MAY consist of:
· maximum received data rate; and,
·  Media buffer size
If PoC Server has informed PoC Client about its Media buffering capabilities, the PoC Client uses the information as follows:

PoC Client:

· SHOULD transfer the Media with data rate not higher than “maximum received data rate” ; and,

· MAY transfer the Media by avoiding the receiving PoC Server’s buffer overflow by using the information about the PoC Server’s “Media buffer size”.

4.49.2 PoC Server Media Buffering Capability

If PoC Client has informed PoC Server about its Media buffering capabilities, the PoC Server uses the information as follows:
PoC Server:

· SHOULD transfer the Media with data rate not higher than “maximum received data rate” ; and,
· MAY transfer the Media by avoiding the receiving PoC Client’s buffer overflow by using the information about the PoC Client’s “Media buffer size”.
PoC Server that has limitation in its memory or processing capabilities MAY convey information on its Media buffering capabilities to a PoC Client. The information MAY consist of:

· maximum received data rate; and,

· Media buffer size.
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
