4.32 PoC Box PoC Session handling 
4.32.1 General

The PoC Service Provider MAY offer the NW PoC Box or UE PoC Box to his PoC Users. 

The PoC Client MAY support the NW PoC Box or UE PoC Box or both.
If an Inviting PoC Client supports the PoC Box the Inviting PoC Client:

· MAY explicitly indicate that a PoC Session SHALL be established with the inviting PoC User's PoC Box;

· MAY explicitly indicate that a PoC Session SHALL be established directly with the Invited PoC User without involvement of a PoC Box.

NOTE:
If the Inviting PoC Client neither explicitly request that a PoC Session is established with the PoC Box nor explicitly request that a PoC Session is established directly with the Invited PoC User it is regarded an implicit authorization to connect to a PoC Box.
If an explicit PoC Box indication is received a PoC Server SHALL forward the explicit PoC Box indication towards the invited PoC User.

A PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY allow authorized Participants in the PoC Session to expel a PoC Box participating in the PoC Session.

Editor's note: Other authorization may apply and is FFS.
The PoC Client publishes PoC Service Setting to the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network to activate PoC Box capability for each UE PoC Box and NW PoC Box. 

When the PoC Client publishes PoC Service Setting of the PoC Box as active, the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function serving the Invited PoC User, upon receiving a PoC Session invitation request, retrieves the PoC Box handling criteria stored in the XDMS. After retrieval of the PoC Box handling criteria, the PoC Server SHALL check the PoC Box handling criteria and if the initiator is authorized to invite the Invited PoC User to a PoC Session, the PoC Server:

· SHALL establish a PoC Session with the invited PoC User's PoC Box

· if the criteria(e.g., authorization policy, PoC Box type, PoC User’s preference of recording, Media Type to be recorded, and etc…) stored by the invited PoC User in the XDMS is fulfilled; or,

· if the incoming invitation contains an explicit request to establish the PoC Session with the invited PoC User's PoC Box.

NOTE:
A PoC Session can be established with the NW PoC Box or the UE PoC Box (see subclause 4.32.2"UE PoC Box PoC Session handling" and 4.32.3"NW PoC Box PoC Session handling") depending on criteria stored by the invited PoC User in the PoC XDMS.
An Invited PoC User's PoC Client MAY explicitly redirect an invitation to the PoC Box when the PoC Client receives an invitation to the PoC Session or MAY explicitly redirect the PoC Session to the PoC Box when the PoC Client leaves the PoC Session.

When the PoC Box receives an invitation to a PoC Session the PoC Box SHALL authorize the Invited PoC User and if authorized, the PoC Box SHALL accept the invitation and SHALL return a PoC Box indication in responses to the invitation.

The PoC Box SHALL use Talk Burst Control/Media Burst Control for playing/recording PoC Session Data.

Editor's note: How the invited PoC User can check PoC Session Data and PoC Session Control Data is FFS.

If PoC Box indication and PoC Box type indication are received in responses to an invitation to a PoC Session a PoC Server SHALL forward the PoC Box indication and the PoC Box type indication towards the inviting PoC User.

The Inviting PoC Client:

· SHALL indicate to the PoC User that a PoC Session is established with an Invited PoC User's PoC Box.; and,

· MAY differentiate between a NW PoC Box or a UE PoC Box (see subclause 4.32.2"UE PoC Box PoC Session handling" and 4.32.3"NW PoC Box PoC Session handling") if information is available in responses to the PoC Session invitation request.

Editor's note: The interaction with Simultaneous Sessions is FFS.
4.32.2 UE PoC Box PoC Session handling
When the PoC User activates the UE PoC Box functionality the UE SHALL re-register via the POC-9 reference point with the SIP/IP Core the contact  for the UE PoC Box as specified in subclause 4.5.1.If the PoC User deactivates the UE PoC Box functionality the UE SHALL de-register the UE PoC Box contact with the SIP/IP Core.
If the PoC Client supports the UE PoC Box, the PoC User MAY store the criteria for invoking the UE PoC Box service in the XDMS. 
Editor's note: The exact criteria for invoking the UE PoC Box is FFS.
Editor’s Note: Whether the UE PoC Box Publishes it’s PoC Service Settings is FFS. The following information regarding UE PoC Box capability can be stored in the XDMS using common policy framework, thus can be moved into XDM document.
The UE PoC Box SHALL when active inform the PoC Server if its PoC Service Settings via the POC 9 reference point. The PoC Service Settings for a UE PoC Box SHALL be set as follows:

1 Answer Mode set to Manual Answer;

2.Incoming Session Barring  set to ISB not active; 

3.Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring set to IAB active;

4. Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support: set to either SSS actibe or SSS not active according to whether the UE PoC Box is capable of Simultaneous Sessions.

NOTE: ESS needs to be considered

5. Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring set to either ICSB active or ICSB not active according to whether the PoC User.has established Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring Rules for the PoC Box
When the UE PoC Box receives an invitation to join a PoC Session either directly via the POC-9 reference point or via the PoC Client it SHOULD accept the invitation immediately and SHALL return its contact along with the indication that this is a UE PoC Box in the OK response. The UE PoC Box SHALL indicate in its answer in the OK the media parameters it is capable of storing, the Talk Burst Control and Media Burst Control protocols it supports. 

When the UE PoC Box receives a media burst it SHOULD store that Media Burst along with the PoC Address of the sending PoC User and the date and time that the Media Burst was received.

The UE PoC Box MAY initiate a PoC Session when requested by the served PoC User in the same way as a PoC Client initiates a PoC Session.

The UE PoC Box MAY request the right to send Media when the served PoC User requests the UE PoC Box to send recorded media to the PoC Session. 

When the UE PoC Box is participating in a PoC Session it SHALL behave as a PoC Client behaves.
4.32.3 NW PoC Box PoC Session handling
The NW PoC Box is a function providing the capability to store PoC Session Data and PoC Session Control Data in the PoC User's Home PoC Network. 

If the PoC Service provider offers the NW PoC Box to his PoC Users the following applies:

· The PoC Server SHALL support the NW PoC Box; 

· The address to the NW PoC Box SHALL be provisioned in the PoC Client; and,

The PoC Clients publishes to the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network the PoC Service Setting for the NW PoC Box. If the PoC Client supports the NW PoC Box the PoC User MAY store the criteria for invoking the NW PoC Box service in the PoC Server or PoC XDMS.
Editor's note: The exact criteria for invoking the NW PoC Box is FFS.
When the NW PoC Box receives an invitation to join a PoC Session via the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network the PoC Box SHALL authorize the Invited PoC User and if authorized, the PoC Box SHALL accept the invitation and SHALL return in responses to the invitation a PoC Box indication, the media parameters it is capable of storing, the Talk Burst Control and Media Burst Control protocols it supports.
When the NW PoC Box receives a Media Burst it SHALL store that Media Burst along with the PoC Address of the sending PoC User and the date and time that the Media Burst was received.

The NW PoC Box SHALL be able to send PoC Session Control Data when requested by the served PoC Userand manage the corresponding PoC Session Data.
Editor’s Note: Which entity requests and how to manage PoC Session Control Data is FFS.
The NW PoC Box SHALL be able to send Media on behalf of the PoC Client when the served PoC User requests the NW PoC Box to send recorded media to the PoC Session, while in the same PoC Session.

When the NW PoC Box is participating in a PoC Session it SHALL behave as a PoC Client behaves.
