6 Detailed Change Proposal
4.10.9    Media filtering of the Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions

The PoC Client MAY participate in Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions. If there are Media Bursts in more than one PoC Session in which the PoC Client is a Participant at the same time, the Participating PoC Function of the Home PoC Server SHALL filter or not the Talk or Media Bursts per Media type based on the ESS setting stored in the Participating PoC Function of the Home PoC Server, so that the PoC User receives a single Media Bursts per Media type according to his preference (e.g., hears a single Conversation or enjoys a single video stream).
When the Media type setting in ESS setting is on, the Home PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function SHALL deliver the Talk or Media bursts to the PoC Client without Media filtering. When the Media type setting in ESS setting is off, the Home PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function SHALL follow like below;

· If the Talk or Media Bursts arrive at first to the PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function, the PoC Server SHALL deliver the Talk or Media Burst to the PoC Client without filtering.

· If the Talk or Media Bursts arrive at second or later to the PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function, The PoC Server SHALL filter the Talk or Media Burst until the delivery of the Talk or Media Bursts arriving first has ended.

The Home PoC Server MAY continue filtering the Talk or Media Bursts from the same PoC Session until the Talk or Media Bursts retrieval from another PoC Session has ended, or when the PoC Session is put on hold (deactivate Talk or Media Bursts), or another PoC Session is activated as a primary PoC Session and the primary PoC Session doesn’t have the Talk or Media Bursts at that time, or another PoC Session is locked for talking/listening or receiving/sending media. On the change of the PoC Session the PoC Client SHALL release the Talk or Media Burst if granted or queued. The RTP Media filtering SHALL be performed by the PoC User’s Home PoC Server without affecting to the Controlling PoC Function. 

The PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function SHALL by-pass the Talk or Media Bursts of the Primary PoC Session immediately when received, even if it have been by-passing Talk or Media Burst of a Secondary PoC Session. If the PoC User was talking or sending Media in a Secondary PoC Session, the Talk or Media Burst SHALL NOT be interrupted, but the Talk or Media Burst Control messages SHOULD be sent to the PoC Client.
Under Primary PoC Session the PoC Client MAY send Talk or Media Bursts request to any of the Simultaneous PoC Sessions. The possible previous Primary PoC Session PoC Session SHALL remain its Primary PoC Session, when requested Talk or Media Burst to another PoC Session by the PoC Client. 

Among the Secondary PoC Sessions the PoC Server SHOULD by-pass the Talk or Media Burst of the on-going Conversation/Media retrieval according to time order. After the silent period the Home PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function SHALL select the Media, where Talk or Media Burst starts first. Of the several on-going Talk or Media Bursts the Home PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function SHALL select the one according to its own policy. The PoC Client MAY lock itself temporarily into one PoC Session and thus, suspend the listening of any other PoC Session  Conversation has ended, until it is unlocked or PoC Session is released. 
Under locking in PoC Session the PoC Client MAY send Talk or Media Bursts request to any of the Simultaneous PoC Sessions. The possible locking to the previous PoC Session SHALL be released, when requested Talk or Media Burst to another PoC Session by the PoC Client.
The Primary/locking in PoC Session SHALL override the ESS setting, when the media filtering is applied. If the PoC Session is set to Primary/locking in PoC Session, the PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function SHALL ignore to operate the Media filtering according the Media type setting in ESS setting.
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
