4.10 Handling of Simultaneous PoC Sessions

4.10.3 General

4.10.4 Editor’s Note: The informative text of 8.10.8 for describing ESS and SSS should be considered to be moved here, if no other section for informative text is assigned.
There are 2 kinds of parallel PoC Sessions supported:

· With filtering  as Simultaneous PoC Session Support (SSS) and

· Without filtering as Enhanced Simultaneous Sessions (ESS).
Both kinds of parallel PoC Sessions are differentiated with the session-based parameter “Parallel PoC Session Type” at PoC Session setup.

The Parallel PoC Session Type SHALL be set to

· FILTERING for SSS-type PoC Session or
· NON_FILTERING for ESS-type PoC Session.

The PoC Service Settings provided by the PoC Client state the PoC Client’s support for any kind of parallel PoC Sessions. If the Simultaneous PoC Sessions or Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions are supported, the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL be kept in the Media path for making Media filtering (in case of Simultaneous PoC Sessions) and keeping control over the maximum number of permitted parallel PoC Sessions (in both cases). 
4.10.4.2 Simultaneous PoC Session Support (SSS)
A PoC Client and PoC Server MAY be capable of handling Simultaneous PoC Sessions. PoC Clients capable of handling Simultaneous PoC Sessions MAY become involved in Simultaneous PoC Sessions by inviting, joining or accepting more than one PoC Sessions, if handling of Simultaneous PoC Sessions is supported by the Home PoC Server. The PoC Client SHALL be aware if the Home PoC Server supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions. The PoC Client supporting the Simultaneous PoC Sessions SHOULD learn the support of the Simultaneous PoC Sessions in the Home PoC Network via DM-1 interface.  If the Home PoC Network does not support Simultaneous PoC Sessions, then

· The PoC Client SHALL not initiate another PoC Session while already involved in a PoC Session

· The PoC Client, when receiving a PoC Session invitation while involved in another PoC Session, SHALL either release the previous one and accept the new one or reject the new one.

PoC Client SHALL indicate to the Home PoC Server, if the PoC Client supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions. If the PoC Server invites a PoC Client that does not support Simultaneous PoC Sessions to a new PoC Session, when the PoC Client is involved in another PoC Session, the PoC Client SHALL 
· either release the previous one and accept the new one or
·  reject the new one. 

Each one of the Simultaneous PoC Sessions SHALL have own SIP Session, Talk Burst control and media channel established between the PoC Client and the Home PoC Server.
The handling of Simultaneous PoC Sessions is described in the subclauses from 4.10.2. to 4.10.7.

4.10.4.3 Enhanced PoC Session Support (ESS)
A PoC Client and PoC Server MAY support Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions (ESS).

If the Home PoC Server and the PoC Client support Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions, then the PoC Client SHALL indicate to the Home PoC Server, that the PoC Client supports Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions.

If PoC Client has not indicated the support for Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions, Home PoC Server SHALL assume that Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions are not supported.  

If the PoC Server invites a PoC Client when involved in another PoC Session and when supporting parallel PoC Sessions , the PoC Client SHALL either 

·

· accept the PoC Session by indicating the Parallel PoC Session Type for non-filtering ESS-type Session or

· accept the PoC Session by indicating the Parallel PoC Session Type for filtering SSS-type PoC Session. 
NOTE:  For avoiding any unnecessary changes compared to PoC 1.0, the SSS-type is default and doesn’t need an explicit indication. 

· If the maximum number of Simultaneous and Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions is reached,  the PoC Server SHALL reject any additional PoC Session invitation and interpret the PoC Client as busy.

Each one of the Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions SHALL have its own SIP Session established between the PoC Client and the Home PoC Server. Each media type of an Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions has its own Media Burst Control and Media channel established between the PoC Client and the Home PoC Server.

The handling of Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions is described in the subclause from 4.10.8.
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
